r““'‘ ID you ever wonder why a

fruit as large as a croquet
ball should be called a

•■grapefruit”? The answer Is evi-
dent when you walk through 'sr
grapefruit orchard In the south-
ern part of Florida or California
during the bearing season. You
will so the heavy fruit hanging In
grape-like clusters of from three to
oighteen, weighing down trees and
limbs um.il they must be propped up.

The grapefruit belongs to the
same species of the citrus family as
the shaddock, a coarse, hitter, pear-
shaped fruit weighing from ten to
twenty pounds, which is a native of
the Malay Archipelago and the
South Sea Islands. The best va-
rieties of the grapefruit are about
twice the size of a large orange.

Interesting History
The grapefruit (also called pomelo)

has interesting history. Only

since the early part of the twentieth
century has it beefi marketed to any
extent, although it was brought to
the West Indies and Florida by the
Spaniards with the orange and
lemon. The tree is very beautiful,
with dark, glossy leaves, downy
white beneath, and large sweet-scent
ed blos.-oins, which are succeeded by
the great clusters of lemon-yellow
fruit. The tree was long cultivated
in Florida gardens for show. Its
fruit was considered refreshing and
tonic, hut it did not enter the minds
of the growers that it had a commer-
cial value. So the ground beneath
the trees, after the fruit had ripened,
was covered with the great juicy
yellow balls, left to rot In the sun.

Northern visitors to Florida
learned to like the grapefruit and
wanted it on their and in
this way a certain demand was cre-
ated for It. Between 1880 and 1885
the first shipment was sent to New
York and Philadelphia, and a mar-

In no place in the world has the
culture of grapefruit reached such
perfection as In Florida, and It now
constitutes a very Important crop
In that State. The groves near
Miami are one of the sights for
winter visitors. Its cultivation has
been extended also to California, Ja-
maica and Cuba.

Asa breakfast fruit, grapefruit
has no rival. It is an excellent ap-
petizer and Its characteristic flavor,
which Is an Indescribable blending
of sweet, sour and bitter, Is most
pleasant. There are several varie-
ties, the best known being Duncan,
Marsh seedless and Walters.

The tree Is small, growing to a
height of only about twenty-five feet
and Is less susceptible than the or-
ange to pests and diseases. It is
more susceptible than oranges or
lemons, however, to an infectious
disease called citrous canker. The in-
fection causes scabs to appear on
the leaves and fruit.

The grapefruit is usually budded
on its own stock or on the sour or-
ange. The tree is a heavy bearer
and bears as early as the orange—-
in about six years—but It Is more
easily injured by cold, and is grown
only in the southern parts of Flor-
ida and the W' rmer portions of Cal-
ifornia.

CONGRESS WILL
RECEIVE MANY
‘WET MEASURES
Hill Ready for Attack on

Eighteenth Amend-
ment.

Bit Time* Special

WASHINGTON, Deo. 7.—A veri-
table barrage of measures, attack-
ing prohibition on all sides, will bo
Introduced hY Representative John
Philip Hill of Maryland, "wet” pa-
ladin of the House, when the new
congressional sessions begins Mon-
day-.

Most important of them Is a pm-
posed constitutional amendment
which would repeal the prohibition
amendment. Its ratification by States
to be by State conventions and not
by State Legislatures, as is usual.
This is possible, according to a lit-
tle-used provision of the Constitu-
tion, Hill said.

“It would permit a straight-out
vote on the subject of prohibition
within each State, something that
has never before been possible,” he
said. “Members of State Legisla-
tures never wore a fair referendum
on prohibition.

“I really have hope that some of
my measures will pass. The change
In sentiment against prohibition Is
so marked and so rapid, following

the unbiased reports of such organi-
zations as the Federal Council of
Churches and the Moderation
League, Inc., etc., that It Is bound
to affect Congress at the next ses
slon.”

Another of Hill's bills would give
each State powor to rule for Itself
what the alcohollo strength of Its
beverages would be, subject to the
prohibition amendment, of course.
