So this is Indianapolis, observed
Miss Nancy Ladd, 312 E. Sixteenth
St., today, drygoods store proprietor,
victim of bandits Monday night.

“I came here in April from Chi-
cago where they steal fur coats
rom you right on the street, but I

never dreamed of being held up
here,” she said.

Two white men entered her store
Monday about 6 p. m., escaping
with S7O.

Miss Ladd, who was decorating
a show case when the men walked
into her store, was not frightened
until the hold-up men left.

Pointed at Heart
“I am not familiar with bandit

language and when he told me to
’stick 'em up' I didn’t do anything.
He had that revolver pointed right
at my heart, too,” Miss Ladd said.

“One of them held a gun on me
while the other rifled the cash regis-
ter. He told me to walk to the back
of the store, but I tried to run out
the front door for help and he gently
pushed me back and said, ‘No, no.'

“I waa afraid he would shoot, but

many of my friends said afterward
a bandit would not shoot a woman.

“When the men came in I thought
they wanted to buy a shirt, they
acted so nice at first.

Knows Them
“I .epi my head enough to get a

description of those fellows. If they

were lined up with a 100 others I
could pick both of them out. I'll bet
I’d know that gun too,” she said.

After the bandits left the store
Miss Ladd followed them a block
screaming "Help! thief! help.’ ” The
men fled down Ogden St. and
escaped. Lieut. Ralph Dean and
squad searched the neighborhood.

While this hold-up was in progress
several squads of police were search-
ing the neighborhood about a mile
north, after receiving a report that
bandits were sizing up drug stores
in that neighborhood.

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SCHOOL „ SOAP—How it is made

HELPS by the big factories.

S
r" 1 OAP is made by the action of

alkali on fats or oils, A
!____) simple experiment will show
you how alkali acts on grease. Put
a spoonful of washing (lump) soda
with a little water in a greasy fry-
ing pan and boil tho mixture. In a
few minutes the soda and grease will
have broken up and the particles
will have united to form a thick
soap, which can be washed out, leav-
ing the frying pan clean.

Soap, to most of us, means a
cleansing substance which makes a
lather in soft water. A chemist,
however, will tell you that soaps are
metallic salts of certain fatty acids.
Some of these salts—those of sod-
ium, potassium and ammonium—-
are cleansing agents soluble in wa-
ter; others, such as the lead soap
used in pharmacy as a plaster base,
are Insoluble and useless as cleans-
ers. A potassium soap is soft soap.
Hard jsoap is a sodium compound;
the degree of hardness depends on
the character of the fat. Most com-
mercial soaps are sodium soaps.

The discovery’ of the Leblanc Boda
process about 1791 gave a great im-
petus to the soda-making industry
of the early nineteenth century. It
became organized on a scientific
basis, however, only after the re-
searches of the great French chem-
ist Chevreaul, published in 1823,
showed the composition of animal
fats (fatty acids in combination with
glycerin) and the character of the
reactions in saponification (the sub-
stitution of the metal in the alkali
for the glycerin in fat.

This is the essence of all soaps.
Plants Are Used■>

Certain plants such as the com-
mon soapwort or "bouncing-bet” of
the United States, contain a poison-
ous compound called saponin, which
cleanses in much the same way as
soap. In Chile and Peru the pow-
dered bark of the soapbark tree
(Quillaja saponarial is used In wash-

ing fine fabrics. Tn China, tfle West
Indies, and elsewhere, soapberries
('genus Sapindus) are similarly em-
ployed.

Either vegetable or animal fat
may be used, and of the latter the
fat from cattle and sheep takes first
place. The list of vegetable fats thatmay be used includes, coconut,
palm, cottonseed, and soy oil. As
an excess of fat in soap would re-
sult In too greasy a mass for the
removal of grease and dirt, and an
excess of alkali would burn the skin
and rot the clothing, a nice balance
must be obtained.

In the big soap-making establish-
ments. soap Is made in big kettles,
just as in the days of our forefathers,
but the kettles are of immense size
some have a capacity of seventeen
tons, equivalent to ten or twelve
carloads of the finished products.
These kettles are made of steel plate
riveted together, with a cone-
shaped bottom. They are heated by
steam coils and have inlet pipes for
water, lye and other materials. First
the fats are run into the kettles. An
alkali is added and “saponification”
takes place; that is, the fats break
up into their component parts—fat-
ty add and glycerin—and the fatty
acids combine with the alkali, niak
Ing soap. The glycerin settles to
the bottom when a saturated salt
solution is added. In making ordi-
nary yellow laundry and kitchen
soaps, this glycerin, which Is very
valuable, is drawn off from the bot-
tom and is carefully preserved. The
glycerin Is not removed from some
soaps; others are made from free
fatty adds In which there Is no
glycerin.

Boiled and Cooled
The soap Is boiled a number of

times to purify It and then is left
to cool. This process. In the large
vats, takes about two weeks. Then
it is run off Into what Is known a
the “crutcher,” where the mass is
beaten smooth by paddle blades re-
volving on a central shaft. Perfume
and coloring mater are added to the
product at this point, if desired.
Resin is added to laundry soaps In
the boiling, giving them their yellow
color.

From the crutcher the soap goes
Into the frames, or molds, In the
drying room. When the
hardened the sides of the frame are
stripped off and the blocks of soap
removed. They go into the cutting
machines to be divided into bars, and
the bars are dried, pressed into
cakes and wrapped. Some wrap-
ping machines wi-ap 60,000 cakes
daily.

The boiling process is the same for
toilet and laundry soaps, except that
the fats for the latter are poorer
quality. The toilet soaps do not go
to the crutcher, but are sent directly
to the drying rom. Then they go
to the mixer or "mill,” where per-
fumes and coloring matter are add-
ed. The mill consists of a number
of revolving stone rollers set closely
together In an Iron frame; this con-
denses the soap. The soap leaves
the mill In the shape of thin ribbons,
and Is then pressed into a compact
mass and cut into cakes.

Transparent soaps are prepared in
two ways, either by dissolving or-
dinary soap in alcohol or by a “cold
process” which leaves the glycerin
In the soap. In the first case the
alcohol solution Is decanted and the
alcohol distilled o; the residue Is
a thick, transparent Jelly, which,
when cast Into forms and allowed to
dry, come out as a transparent mass.
Glycerin soap consists of glycerin
and soap In about equal parts. An
excess of glycerin makes liquid
soap. In some soaps, fine sand or
pumice are incorporated, and the
ffesult is a scouring soap. Soap
powders are powdered mixtures of
soaps, soda ash and sodium car-
bonate. Tho eo-callled “floating”
soaps are usually made by forcing

air Into the hot soap. Medicated
soaps contain substances which ex-
ercise a specific influence on the
skin. Among the principal varieties
are those that contain carbolic acid,
petroleum, borax, camphor, sulphur
and mercurial salts. Castile soap ll
a hard, white soap with olive oil as
Its fattty base. It approaches the
nearest to a perfect soap—without
smell or color. Naptha soap usually
contains kerosene, which is a pow-
erful grease solvent.
