A Modern Compass

LOAT a magnetized needle on
a piece of cork on water, and

i___J the needle will soon come to
rest in the north and south line. In
stead of floating it on water, the
magnetic needle may be suspended
horizontally by its middle point with
a fine thread and the north and
south line will be indicated. This
“north and south” of the magnetic
needle is in most places nearly the
geographical nort hand south, but
not exactly so. The magnetic 09m
pass used by sailors, explorers, and
.surveyors to find directions is mere-
ly an Improved form of this simplt
magnetic needle.

In the common pocket compasa
the magnetized needle Is mounted on
a pivot in the center of a circular
scale marked north, south, east and
west. You hold the compass so
that the marked end of the needle
points to the “north” mark on the
scale: you can then read on the scale
the direction in which you are going.

The mariner’s compass is a more
perfectly adjusted instrument. In-
stead of one needle there are sever-
al, attachd to the under surface of
a thin round sheet of paper or mica,
called the “card," which Is so sup-
ported at the center that it turns
freely with the needles. The bearing
is usually a tiny plate of agate let
into the card, resting on a needle
point of hard steel or some such

I hard alloy as osmindlumlridium.
| The card and needles are supported
|in a big hollow bowl or a ring of
(copper,, since copper "damps” the

j vibrations of the needles—that is,
causes them to come to a rest quick-
ly. The same effect is obtained in
some compasses by partly floating
the card on liquid. This “compass-
box” in turn is supported on “gim-
bals,” two copper rings so arranged
that they allow the compass-box to
tip freely In any direction and thus
remain horizontal however the ship
may pitch or roll. The whole appa-
ratus is placed on a pedestal or
"binnacle” in front of the steersman.

The “cardinal points”—north, east,
south and west, are marked on the
compass card, and the space between
is further divided into half points,
quarter points, eighth points and de-
grees. A vertical black line is
drawn on the inside of the compass-
box exactly in line with the keel
of thev vessel, and as the ship
changes its course, the card swings
so that the point marked north
points directly to the north magnetic
pole, the mark opposite the vertical
black line Indicates the ship’s new
direction. Thus, if the helmsman Is
to steer southwest, he turns the
ship by means of the rudder until the
point marked S. W. is exactly in
line with the vertical line on the com-
pass box.

SHE introduction of the eom
pass brought about
revolution in the art of navi-

gation quite as momentous as the
revolution which gunpowder made in
the art of warfare. !

For thousands of years after men
had learned the use of ships, they re
mained timid and unadventurous
mariners, for the most part only
skirting the shores and sailing by
day. They had no instruments for
determining their course and. po-
sition at sea, and though they knew
enough about the stars to get from
them a general notion of the
direction in which they were sailing,
they had no way of making this*
knowledge accurate and precise.
Without the mariner's compass, Co-
lumbus would never have dared to
strike boldly across the Atlantlo
and discover the New World, and
Vasco da Gama could never have
rounded the Cape of Good
discover the sea route to the InmW

Crude compasses were in use ns
early as the thirteenth century for
sailing the Mediterranean. Prob-
ably the earliest form of compass is
that described by an Arabian writer
in 1282, who tells us that a magne-
tized needle floated on water by
means of a splinter of wood, was em-
ployed In the Medlterannean. The
lodestone and its properties had been
known in Europe and Asia at least
1,500 years before this date, but there
is no authentic record of its use In
navigation before the thirteenth
century. By the time of Columbus
the crude floating magnet had bees
Improved into much the form 0™
our modern compass.

In the modern surveyor’s compass
the needle swings over a disc di-
vided into degrees, minutes and sec
onds. By a system of levels, sights
and screws, it is possible to calcu-
late directions with very great ac-
curacy. Since 1911 a gyro-compass,
which does not depend in any way
upon the earth’s magnetism has
been In use for naval vessels.
