32,631 square miles of area—about
the size of the State of Maine. It
is separated from its sister island
of Great Britain by only thirteen
miles of water toward the north and
forty-seven miles in the south, and
its fortunes have been inextricably
entangled for more than 1,600 years
with those of Its Anglo-Saxon neigh-
bor.

In surface Ireland is an Inland
plain, surrounded by a rim of low
mountains. The climate la much
like that of England, mild and tem-
perate, but the winters are even
warmer, and there is more rain.
There are numerous rivers, of which
tho Boyne and Llffey in the east,
the Barrow and Blackwater in the
south, and the Shannon in the west,
are' most important. Lough Neagh
is the largest of the lakes of Killar-
ney, in the south, and the most
beautiful.

The population Is of "Mediterra-
nean” stock, according to anthro-
pologists, and represents two waves
of Celtic-speaking peoples who came
by way of England from the Conti-
nent. About 74 per cent of tho peo-
ple are Roman Catholic. While tho
northern counties (Ulster) are pre-
dominantly Protestant (mostly Pres-
byterian), the western and southern
counties are nearly all Catholic.

leased In small holdings, averaging
not more than twenty-eight acre* to
a farm. The soli in moat places is
thin, and the rainfall ao heavy that
not much grain can be ruined. Moat
of the country la given over to
gTasa-land, more than In any other
part of Europe. In consequence cat
tie-raising and dairying axe wide
spread. Eggs, milk and cheese am
exported to the London market.
Potatoes are the staple crops and
fodd of the peasantry, and the years
of potato blight have always been
years of famine. The climate makes
the raising of flax profitable, and
much of the north is given over to
this crop which partially supplies
the linen manufactures of Belfast.
There is almost no iron or coal In
the country and little water-power.
This had proved a great handicap,
but nevertheless for a century past
there has been a development of in-
dustry, and the busy linen and ship
building Industries of Beltfast are
world famous.

The basic economic trouble of Ire-
land has been that it has never had
the agricultural or mineral resources
to support a large population. The
peasant has lived close to the mar-
gin of existence and has never been
able to hope that he could be much
better offi Until a recent date lie
has received little sympathy from
his landlord, who often lived a long
way off in England and was chiefly
Interested in getting as much rent
from his estates as he could.

The Tudor sovereigns began in the
sixteenth century the policy of en-
larging English influence by settling
large "plantations” of English and
Scots in Ireland, dispossessing (he
Irish tribesmen from their land and
driving them into the west. Fur-
ther dispossessions went on under
the first Stuarts, and whole tracts
of north Ireland were taken from a
desperate peasantry to be givon to
Scottish intruders. Then, when
Charles I of England had his hands
full with the mutinous Long Par-
liament. Ireland rebelled and put to
death thousands of Protestant set-
tlers (1641). Oliver Cromwell recon-
quered the country and his name
remains a byword there. More land
was taken from the peasants to be
distributed among the English.

The last part of the nineteenth
century saw a belated effort on the
part of English statesmen to undo
old wrongs Ip Ireland. A law passed
hy Gladstone (1369, forced the Eng-
lish church in Ireland to give up
its position ns a state church. The
lights of tenants were safeguarded
and money wus spent freely to de-
velop the resources and farming of
Ireland, and to enable the peasants
to purchase their holdings. In 1898
the conservative party gave Ireland
a great measure of local self-govern-
ment, and many other measures
helped to Improve social and
economic conditions.

After lengthy negotiations between
Sinn Fein (shin fan, meaning "our-
selves alone.’’) delegates and mem-
bers of the British cabinet a treaty
was signed (Dec. 6, 1021), giving)
Southern Ireland full dominion
status in the British Empire, under
the name of the Irish Free State.
This treaty was duly ratified and
the Irish Free State was formally
Inaugurated Dec. 6, 1922. De Valera,
the Sinn Fein president, refused to
recognize the new government
began a civil war. In this struggle
many leaders on both sides were as-
sassinated, or executed, among them
Michael Collins, chairman of the
provisional government.
