ERHAPS you have seen city
P m‘v.\ dragging their hose

to a burmng building. It is
filled with water almost to the burst.
ing point, but the nozzle is turned
off. One man can hold it easily. Dut
as soon as the nozzle is opened and
the big stream started to spurt, the
hose straightens and jumps like a
glant snake. Two or three men have
all they can do to keep its nose
turned on the blaze.

That sudden power, which comes
from the release of a fluid wunder
pressure, i{s the same kind of power
which is used in turbine engines,
whether they be water turbines,
steam turbines, or air turbines. It
depends_upon the momentum at-
tained by the water or the steam.
Now if you wished to use the power
developed by the firemen's hose,
there are evidently two ways of do.
ing it. You could set up a wheel
with vanes or wings on itg rim, and
direct the full force of the nozzle
as it came out of the narrow nozzle
against these vanes,
would spin at great speed. This
would be an example of the simplest
form of turbine, called the “velocity”
or “impulse” turbine,

On the other hand, imagine a num-
ber of wheels inside the hose, all of
them attached to a suitable shaft,
and arranged so that the flowing
water would strike them,
the other, before it reached the noz-
zle.

They
are used for generating electrieity,
in pumping water for irrigation, ete
Some of the largest hydroelectric
‘p];mls in the world are situated
I:\t Niagara, Falls, where the vast

score of mammoth turbines. In
the high Sierra. Mountains in Cali-
fornia where streams of water can

be dammed so as to get high water
pressure, impact turbines are large-
ly used; while at Keokuk on the
Mississippl, where there is an enorm-
ous volume of water under much
lower pressures, the ‘pressure’
“reaction” turbines are used.

Steam turbines are particularly
useful for driving machinery at high
speed, avoiding all the jar and loss
of power involved in the ordinary
“reciprocating” steam engine. Be-
lsldvs driving dynamos by direct con-
| nection, they are used with great suc
cess on swift ocean vessels, such as
naval destroyers and some ocean
| liners. The ill-fated Lusitania—-

Steam under ordi-
nary boller’ pressure has one great
advantage over water—it expands in
volume with tremendous velocity,
often as much as 4,000 feet per sec-
ond. No wheel made can revolve at
anywhere near this speed, but vari-
ous devices are used to ‘“tame down"
the steamn, such as distributing the
flow through several turbine wheels
in succession.
