Givan is the one cited in the com
plaint by Wark in which it is said a
resolution for the selection of archi-
tects can not be presented and adopt-
ed at one meeting, but must lay
over until the succeeding meeting.

No Objection

The court's ruling did not oppose
the manner in wh.ch the school
oard's budget was ' propgped
adopted.

The ruling of Judge Givan close d
as follows: ‘“The court is therefore
forced to the conclusion that the
plaintiff has not proved a single one
of the essential allegations of his
complaint for obtaining an injunc-
tion, and there is no evidence show-
ing that the plaintiff will be able on
any final hearing or further hearing
of this action, to establish that the
action of the board on Dec. 8 was
unlawful or void, for which reason
the petition for a temporary injunc-
tion is denied and the temporary re-
straining order is dissolved.”

Joseph Daniels, attorney for the
school board, In his closing argu-
ments before Judge Givan Thursday
afternoon asserted that the board's
budget for 1925-26, which includes
the school building program, was
outlined, proposed and adopted in a
legal and ‘business-like manner.

Daniels said the board members
unanimously agreed to make this
move at the meeting Nov. 24,

Wark also alleged rules of the
school board did not permit such a

move to be made and that it was
illegal. Daniels said that the rule
manual in which this rule was

quoted was one placed into effect in
1898 and that since that time several
different rule manuals had been
adopted and none of them contained
any order about the selection of
architects.

No Such Rule

*We contend, and believe we have

shown, there is no such rule,” Dan
fels told the court. “If there was
one, the evidence has brought out

the fact that the rule was eomplied
with."”

Daniels also pointed out that he
belleved Wark filed the petition on
the theory of preventing the archi-
tects already selected from doing the
work.

‘““T'his, however, can't stop certain
parts of the building program, which
will go on,” he said.

Garvin argued that last fall the
board paid architects 4 ‘per cent on
the total contract cost of the build-
ing for drawing the plans.

“On these six buildings the board
has decided to pay the architects a
fee of 6 per cent,” he said. “This
shows that the entire taxpaying pub-
lic was damaged because of the in.
crease in the architecty’ febs, which
boosted the entire building cost.”
