IN AUSTRALIA
Four Out of Five States Have

Labor Governments,
He Reports.

SAN FRANCISCO, Dec. 25.—The

wave of reaction that hit the world
after the war has affected the
Antipodes only in name, according
to word brought back by W. H.
Porterfield, special writer for
Scripps-Howard publications and for-
mer Washington corespondent.

“Four out of Australia’s five States
have labor governments,” said Por-
terfield. "New Zealand is in the
hands of the reform party, but the
new government, placed there in
response to a fear of the com-
munists, has shown no disposition
to change in any respect the social
policies in vogue since the days of
Dick Seldon.

'Tn Australia every workingman is
a unionist and a member of the labor
party, and every employer is a mem-
ber of either the conservative party
or the country party. The
shearers' union is the biggest and
dominates the situation. The govern-
ment owns all the railways, trams,
telephones and other utilities. In
Queensland the government runs
sawmills, butcher shops, coal mines
and even steamships.

“In New Zealand( the only bad
effect of labor domination is a false
economic policy of limiting produc-
tion, a ‘go slow’ attitude. New
Zealand has no slums and no un-
employed. It has the lowest death
rate in the world, and practically no
poverty. It has the old-age pension,
giving JO shillings to one pound a
week for every man or woman over
65, who has not accumulated what
In our money would be $2,000. It
has free hospitals, a 44-hour week,
social insurance, workmen's com-
pensation and a basic minimum
wage of $22 a week.

Hoosier Popcorn King, has
won fame by raising popping corn.

But the Popcorn King gives his
children all the credit for starting

him on the road which led to fortune
and prominence.

, Fifteen years ago SmAh was plant-
ing corn on his farm near here. A
bit of land was too wet to cultivate
when he planted his crop.

After the land had dried off, his
children persuaded him to give it
to them for a popcorn patch.

The children sold the popcorn at
such a nice profit that Smith con-
sidered it morfe profitable than field
corn. So the next year he planted
seven apres and "each year he has
increased his acreage. Now he grows
thousands of bushels every year.

Smith grows two varieties, known
os the White Rice and Golden
Queen. The White Rice variety
grows large and on good lertile soil
will produce thirty bushels an acre.
The Golden Queen variety grows
smaller and is not so productive,
but is richer and brings a better
price.

The Popcorn King does not sell
his crop until almost a year after it
is groWtl. The crop that was har-
vested this fall will be marketed
next July.

Smith cultivates his pop corn in
the same manner that field corn Is
cultivated. He uses special plates
in his planter and averages about
eight pounds of seed to the acre.

A rat-and-mouse-proof cri,b Is used
to store the corn after it is harvested.
The crib used is made of round tile
set in concrete.

The corn can stay there indefinite-
ly, as it never gets too old to pop.
If it is kept inside of a heated room
it wall sometimes become too dry to
pop, but if the dry corn is placed in
a shed or ventilated building, it will
draw enough moisture from the air.
to make it just right for popping.

When Smith first started to sell
popcorn he placed it in grocery
stores. Later he traveled over the
country carrying samples and selling
to popcorn machine owners. Now he
is so xvell know that he sells his
entire output without leaving his
farm.

BUILDING GAINS
20 PER CENT IN

INDIANA BOOM
Elkhart Leads Hooser Cities,

With South Bend Sec-
ond, Says Realtor.

There wan 20 per cent more build-
ing activity In the State of Indiana
during 1925, than during the pre-
ceding year, according to L. K.
Murehie, of the Indiana State Real
Estate Board.

Murehie declared that this in-
crease was largely in the northern
section of the State, although the
southern and central nprtions more
than held their own.

Such a condition. It was pointed
out, indicates a prosperous condi-
tion throughout the State.

Busy at Elkhart
According to Murehie the greatest

building activity of the year was
in Elkhart, Ind.. with South Bend,
Mishawaka and Ft. Wayne, in the
order named.

The entire Calumet region was
swept by a building boom of no
little proportions, while Evansville
also experienced considerably activ-
ity.

The conditions in Terre Haute also
improved as a, result of renewed
activity in the mines and industrial
plants of that section.

Murehie said building increased 20
per cent in the northern section; 15
per cent in the central section and
5 per cent in the souther portion,
excludig Evansville, in that city
the increase was estimated at 15
per cent, .above that of 1924.

Building of all kinds in Indlanapo-*
lis increased more than 30 per cent.

Mostly Homes
A fact that points to the general

stabilizing of conditions was the fact
that the majority of the building
done was home construction.

Murehie pointed out that one man
built and sold fifty-five- new homes
during the year.

Anderson, Richmond. Mitchell.
Bedford anL Bloomington also
showed considerable increases, but
these cities were not in a class with
those in northern Indiana.

given to several kinds of in-
sects whicji live in streams or

ponds. They belong to a large group
known as the Hemiptera, or true
bugs, which have beaks for piercing
their prey, and sucking blood. If
you hold one tightly it may give you
a painful jab.

The water boatman is one of the
familiar varieties. This is an oval-
shaped gray-and-black mottled hug,
with one pair of its legs very long
and fringed with hairs. These two
long legs project out from the boat-
shaped body like a pair of oars and
row the insect through the water.

The back-swimmer is shaped
something like the water boatman,
with sharper hind end. This curious
creature always rows himself
through the water upsidedown, with
his stomach uppermost. That is
why he is called back-swimmer. He
hangs from the surface by the top
of his abdomen, where there are
hairs arranged in bunches. One
beautiful and very common species
of back-swimmer has fa handsome
glistening white back and two bril-
liant red eyes.

The water scorpion Is a long,
brown creature with long, spindling
legs and awkward movements. It
lives on the bottom of ponds, amid
pieces of stems, etc., which it resem-
bles. Kor this season it is sometimes
called the water-stick. It is a very
fierce creature and catches and sucks
the blood of all sorts of Insects, Rome
larger than itseif.

The giant waterbug. or electric
light bug, is the largest, as weli as
(he one most to be fteared by small
fish and other Inhabitants of ponds

and stream*, it is about two inches
in length, and is oval in shape,
brownish, and with a long beak and
big eyes. I-ike the Junebug, these
creatures are often to be found on
summer nights crawling underneath
electric lights on street corners or
dashing into the light to their death.

The creeping water-bugs are little
roundish creatures that may he
found crawling over the bottom of
ponds looking for other insects upon
which to feed. Often they come out
and crawl along the grassy, shores.
The water-skater, or water-spider as
It is sometimes called, has a long

narrow body and six spidery legs
by which it darts over the surface
of the water with hardly a ripple.
The middle pair act like rapidly
moving oars, while the hind pair are
used to steer. The short legs in
front rest lightly on the water,
ready to shoot out and vsleze any un-
suspecting Insect that, comes within
reach.

Water-bugs of all sorts are easily
caught and makes interesting pets
in an aquarium. The big electric
light bug should never be put in
with small fish or frogs, for i: will
attach itself to them and kill them
by sucking their blood.

The scientific names of two com-
mon species of water boatman are
Notonecta undulata a.nd Notonecta
glauca; common form of water
scorpion, Nepa cinerea; of water-
skater, hydrotrechus remigis The
electric light bugs are known h*
Bolostomidae. In addition to the
species described in this article,
there are a number of water beetles
to which the name watei'-bug is
sometimes applied.
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TESTS SHOW
EYE TROUBLE

OF CHILDREN
More Than One-Third at|

Gary Found With Faulty
Vision.

Os 2,044 pre-school children under-
going eye tests in Gary, Ind.. one-
third, or exactly 36.1 per cent, were

found by Federal investigator* to
suffer from faulty vision.

These results, made public here* by

the Eye Sight fonservation Council
of America, are set forth in a report
on the Gary experiments made to
Secretary of Lalsir James J. I)avlr-

--a mefnber of tho Council's board of
councillors.

Complete physical examinations
were made of 994 infants under two
years of age and of 3,125 children
whoso nges ranged from 2 to 7 year,
In both groups I lie distribution of
gex was fairly even.

The work was carried on In con-
nection with a social and economic
study of infant mortality and the
pre-school child in Gary by the
United States Children's Bureau.
The study Included all children
under 7 years of age attending
kindergartens and primary lenJeM
all the public schools a,s

three parochial school!.
The Gary children's year TWf.rnit4fl

lee of tho Council of National DeH
sense cooperated with the
ment representatives under the. 01-J
rection of Dr. Anna E. Rude, direct
tor of the child hygiene division
(he children’s bureau, who reported
on Ihe results to Secretary Da vis.

The Eyesight Conservation Coun-
cil. In annylzing the facts, nsseits
that, “tho time to begin to preserve
eyesight is at birth,'' pointing out
ihat rattles and other toys aro com-
mon sources of Infant eyo strain.

“It was possible to test vision in
only about two-thirds of the cases of
the children who were given physical
examinations," says tho council'll
statement, “since only the exception
*1 child under three years of age
comprehended the test at all, even
(hough it was made as simple us
possible compatible with accuracy,
and only a very small number of
children under four years did so.

“Out of tlie 2,044 children given

vision tests, slightly more than one
third, or 36.1 per cent, showed de-
fective sight of varying degrees,
with apparently no significant rela-
tion to age, although those in their
fifth year showed a slightly higher
per cent than any of the others.

“In 108 cases, or 6.3 per cent of
the whole number given vision tests,

the vision was seriously defective In
both eyes, and the need for glasses
was imperative, although only 10
per cent of these children so ur-
gently in need of glasses were wear-
ing them. The other 90 per cent
were not evan cognizant of the ne-
cessity.

Many (Yoss-Ryed *

“There was a high proportion of
cross-eyed children, actually 2.4 per
cent of all the children, but here
again corrective glasses for this de
feet were being worn by only about
one-seventh of those with this de-
fect. Only one boy, out of the to-
tal of thirty-three boys with cross-
eyes. was wearing glasses.

“Obviously, it was impossible to
obtain data regarding vision in the
group of 994 infants under 2 years
of age by use of the methods em-
ployed; but twenty-three infants, or
2.3 per centy plainly showed eye de-
fects, and thri proportion steadily
Increased with age.

“While the report of the Ohil
dren's Bureau is entirely an analysis
of statistical data with no attempts to
analyze causes and effects of de
feets. It is quite evident from the
high prevalence of defective vision
that the eyesight of Infants aod
young children calls for greater at-
tention tlmn has been gl ten in the
past.”
