fany Humorous Incidents

Connected With Early
Days.

Free passes for fighting fires
started by sparks from the engines-
trains, waits between stations to al-
low persons to finish their breakfast
and cows parked on the track.

Such were the things that accom-
panied the beginnings of railroads
in Indiana, according to an article
by Maurice Murphy, an employe of
the Big Four Railroad’s Beech Grove
Shops, in a late issue of the Indiana

Magazine of History.
The construction of the Indianapo-

lis & Bellefontaine Railroad, the old-
est part of the Big Four system in
Indiana, and the second line in the
State, is discussed by Murphy. The
Bellefontaine road, as it was called,
was chartered in IS4B.

Capital stock was fixed at
$1,000,000, payable in money, lands,
labor or materials for construction,

$8,700 a mile for the T-rail, and
H94,084 or $5,963 a mile if fiat rails

used.

Vrhe first section of twenty-eight

files to Pendleton was ready for
sack laying by April, ISSO, and the
R-st train ran into Pendleton Dec.
11, 1850. It was continued on through
Anderson and Muncie to Chesterfield
by Oct. 8, 1851.

1“A locomotive had, at first,

neither cow-catcher nor cab; it
weighed ten or thirteen tons, and

. was capable of hauling twelve or
I fifteen cars holding three tons each.
| Twenty miles an hour for passenger

i trains was considered a high rate
of speed,” Murphy wrote.

Today the "Mikado” engine, the
•latest type of freight locomotive in
''use on the Big Four, weighs 334,000
pounds. A train of ninety to one
hundred cars on this road is noth-
ing unusual today. ,

In the early days, stops were
made at streams or pools along the
right-of-way to replenish the water
supply. Leather buckets, carried on
hooks on the side of the tender,
were used for that purpose.

Engines Carry Wood
The engines carried wood, brought

to the tender from ricks along the
route.

It was handed down in tradition
that at a certain pool along the
railroad the train crews would stop
long enough to take a s.vim, and
that they and their wives would
gather blackberries.

I In ‘‘The Locomotive” of August
this humorous incident was re-

Rled;
‘‘The evening train on the Belle-

fontaine Railroad ran over a cow on
Tuesday night near Muncie, and
threw the locomotive and baggage
off the track and broke the front
passenger car. No one on the train
was injured.”

The name o fthe railroad was
changed to the Indianapolis, Pitts-
burgh & Cleveland, Feb. 1, 1855. It
was consolidated with the Cincin-
nati, Indianapolis, St. I/Ouis & Chi-
cago, and the Indianapolis & St.
Louis in June, 1899, to form the
Cleveland, Cincinnati, Chicago & St.
Louis—the Big Four.

FOR RACCOONS
Government Fears Extinc-

tion of Fur-Bearing
Animals.

Bt XEA Service
WASHINGTON, Dec. l>;.—The

number of fur coats irorn by men
and women for sport and driving has
increased enormously during the last
few years and has led Government
officials to fear an extinction of fur-
be&ring animals. The raccoon is
probably given lees protection than
any other fur-bearing animal in
America and yet it ranks third
among the four most important fur
bearers in this country.

It would seem that this animal
should be more highly valued and
protected throughout its range dur-
ing the breeding period and the time
of unprime fur since it affords not
only fur. but also food and sport.

Thirty-seven States have given the
raccoon protection, with open sea-
sons ranging from one to five
months, while it is still unprotected
in the remaining States. '''■

The Biological Survey believes
that the raccoon should be given
protection in all States and the open
season for this animal should be
limited to three months.

NEW COUNCIL
WILL BE BUSY

Reappropriation of Balance
Task of County Officials.

When the county council convenes
about Jan. 20, Its first act will be to
reappropriate the balance of county
funds which revert to the general
fund after Dec. 31, Harry
county auditor, said today.

The council will also be faced with
the immediate problem of appropriat-
ing funs for maintaining Julietta,
county Insane asylum, the next
twelve months. iMst September the
council refused to appropriate for
Julietta because It was Intended to
close the institution Jan. 1.

Following protests from several or-
ganizations. the council and county
commissioners agreed to maintain
the institution indefinitely. Commis-
sioners have announced no more pa-
tients will be accepted. It is planned
eventually to convert Julietta into a
home for delinquent children.

J I potato#* is showh in a crop

report released today by

the United States Department
of Agriculture. The Department
reports a shortage of 181,541,000
bushels of potatoes In estimates for
1925 over the total crop harvested
in 1924.

This deflict of course boosts the
wholesale and retail price at the lo-
cal market. Consumers will have to
pay a much higher price this year
than last year. Local com-
mission merchants say the price will
jump to higher levels before the
winter is over.

The cause for the shortage was
the frosts during the early part of
the fall of this year. On Nov. 1 an
estimate of 346,503,000 bushels of
potatoes was made by the United
States Department of Agriculture,
but on Dec. 1, the estimate had
dropped to 323,243,000 bushels of
potatoes. A decrease of 28.260.000
bushels of potatoes had to be made
oetween the two estimates because
of the damaged crop.

mNDIANA and Indianapolis use
more Michigan and Wiscon-
sin potatoes than any others,

commission merchants than any
others, commission merchants
say In the Government report
a shortage of approximately 9,-
000,000 bushels is shown In Michi-
gan potatoes and a shortage of ap-
proximately S,000J)00 bushels Is
shown in Wisconsin potatoes.

Estimates made for Michigan po-
tatoes Dec. 1, 1925, were 24,401,000
bushels and on Dec. 1, 1924 the es-
timate was 33.800,000. Wisconsin po-
tatoes were estimated at 23.632,000
bushels In Dec. 1, 1925, and 31,460,000
on Dec. 1. 1924.

Thus Indianapolis and Indiana
face a prospect of an enormous
shortage of a vital food. At the
present local firms hare a good sup-
ply of potatoes in storage and more
are being received every day. There
will be a sufficient supply of pota-
toes, but prices will be higher.
