CORN GATHERED

Heavy Rains Cause 15 Per
Cent Detzrioration.

CHICAGO, Dec. 29.—More than
80 per cent of the Illinois-Iowa corn
crop had been -gathered on Dec. 1,
according to a review issued today
by the seventh Federal Reserve
Bank. On that date a considerable
amount of the corn crop of Indiana
and Michigan was still in the fields.

Heavy rainfall resulted in corn go-
ing to the crib with such a high de-
gree of moisture that the crop has
suffered about 15 per cent deteroria-
tion in merchantability and at least
8 to 10 per cent reduction in feeding
quality from ecarlier expectations.

Unfavorable weather conditions,
causes winter wheat acreage to be
slightly under that of a year ago,
the bank stated.
