American prohibition, historys

most expensive and disastrous ex-
periment in blue-law reform and re-

pression, is about to come to an

end.”
Charles S. Wood, national cam-

paign manager for the Association
Against the Prohibition Amendment,
Inc., and former mining man of
Philadelphia, says that. Wood has
ended a cross-country scouting trip,

and says what he’s seen and heard
has opened his eyes and ears to the
existence of a “Nation-wide revolt”
against the Volstead act. If this re-

volt registers itself at the polls in
November, at least a score of dry
Congressmen will show up missing,

with that many modificationists tak-
ing their seats, Wood thinks. And
in that event a stampede of 230
doubtful Congressmen will occur to
repeal the Volstead act.

"The test will come in 1927,” he
Pays. “And it will come in the lower
house. The Senate is wetter than the
Plouse and will follow the Jlouse’s
lead. There are about 100 out and

out drys and that many declared
wets. The other 230-odd will be the
battle-ground _in the fall elections.
We figure we need between fifteen
and twenty new seats to give a
good index of the change in senti-
ment.”

Wood says his association has a

committee of fifty at work studying

the best sort of substitute bill for
the Volstead act. Whether it will
follow the Canadian system of gov-
ernment control or the Swedish sys-
tem, or whether the States will be
given power to name the alcoholic
content of beverages is yet unde-
cided. All Wood knows, he says,

is that the people want temperance
in place of prohibition, and modifica-
tion instead of Volsteadism.

“The change that has come over

the country since six years ago is
emazing,” said Wood. “For instance
in Michigan, in 1918 a referendum
on the question was won by the drys
by 250,000 votes. Today the modi-
cationists are so certain it will go

the other -way that they are urging

another referendum. The fact that
two years ago we thought it was set-
tled and today it is the livest issue in
the country shows the change.”
