goal.

This rule undoubtedly was made
to elrcumvent the “slickers’” who
felgned injury when it looked as
though the opponents were going
to score,

The second change was made to
discourage the practice of calling
“time out” to worry the player in
the act of shooting a foul goal.

The third change is as follows:
