
CUCUMBERS ON
MARKET STANDS

Strawberries Reach Lowest
Price of Season.

Strawberries reached the lowest
price of the season today at city

market. Tints were priced at 15 and
20 cents and quarts at 25 to 40

cents according to quality. Mississi-
ppi cucumbers appeared for the first
time at 10 and 20 cents each. Home
grown green onions new and
sold at 5 cents a bunch.

Mushrooms were higher at 75
cents to $1 a pound. Cauliflower
was 35 to 50 cents a head. Hot
house rhubarb was scarce at 20

cents a pound, but the outside
variety was plentiful at 5 cents a

bunch. Mississippi peas were lower
at 25 cents a pound.

Other prices included: head let-
tuce. 5 to 20 cents; asparagus, 25
to 70 cents a bunch; spinach, 20
cents a pound; kale, 15 cents pound;
water cress, 10 cents pound; mint,
5 cents pound; cabbage, 5 to 10
cents a. pound; lemons, 30 cents a
dozen; limes, 50 cents a dozen: green

beans, 15 cents a pound; wax beans
20 cents a pound; grapefruit, 10 and
15 cents; King oranges, 10 cents
each; other oranges, 40 to 75 cents a
dozen; butter, 53 cents a pound; and
eggs, 30 to 35 cents a dozen.
