
HURRY BLAMED
FOR MAJORITY

OF ACCIDENTS
Negligent Slow Driver Also

Menace to Auto Traffic,
Says Club Manager.

Hurry and negligent slow driving
'brobably are the greatest factors in
highway accidents acordirg to Todd
Stoops, Hoosier, Motor Club man-
ager.

"The negligent slow driver" forces
motorists, who desire to travel at

the legal rate of speed to pass them.
Tlie slow driver also imagines that
his lack of speed begets safety and
flips: becomes negligent and in-
different to other vehicular and
pedestrian traffic,’ ’said Stoops.

"The burying motorist is also an
important factor in highway ac‘
indents and one should not forget

that there is a vast difference be-
tween speed and hurry. Speed as
related to motor can accidents on the
highway is a problem of world wide
interest and has been discussed
wherever automobile traffic exists.-
In far off Cape Town, South Africa,
automobile traffic has become a
problem and a writer for the Cay#
Argus, the leading newspaper of that
city, has defined the difference be-
tween speed and hurry. His views
on the matter apply just as clearly
to Indianapolis as to Cape Town
and are as follows: .

"My experience is that many un-
pleasant Incidents are. primarily, the
result of one or more of the parties
Involved being in a hurry. I would
not suggest that such is always the
case, neither do I wish hurry to be
confused with speed. A motorist*
may speed at forty-five miles an
hour, have complete control of his
car, and be'of danger to no one.
The speed may suit the conditions of
time and place. If so, and the driver
was in a hurry, he probably would
step on the throttle pedal and bring
