LONDON, June IQ—Flashing-
ly jewelled, marvelously gowned
women, resplendantly uniformed
men and fable like splendor of
British royal pageantry form id a
brilliant setting Wednei night

for the first of the season’s royal

courts at which 500 debutantes were
presented to the King and Queen.

American girls, leading English

debutantes of London and the wives
of members of diplomatic corps
braved a light, but worrysome rain
which began to fall late in the
afternoon and forced those
proceeding to the palace to exercise
the greatest care in the short walk
between their homes and their .auto-
mobiles. Fear that carefullyarranged
coiffures might be spoiled or shoes
spotted was uppermost in the minds
jjf the hundreds who were about to
realize a lifelong ambition to attend

eminence which comes
from passing before the King and
Queen in the throne room.

Prince Absent
Disappointing to the American

women was the absence of the
Prince of Wales, who was kept
away by an official dinner.

All of the. women presented car-
ried ostrich fans to match the three
ostrich plumes which court order
decreed they must wear in their
hair.

The doors of the palace opened at
7:30 p. m. From the inner quad-
i-angle into which the cars passed
the 1,200 guests were ushered up
broad, crimson-carpeted stairs lined
with giant cavalrymen. In the
staterooms those waiting for the
presentation took seats on gilt
chairs or walked about looking at
the portraits of former kings.

God Save the King
jThe King and Queen entered the

adjoining throne room at 9:30, while
massed bands played “God Save the
King.” Taking up their positions
on the basis before the throne, their
majesties signaled to court attend-
ants that the presentations could
begin.

Those who had risen when the
King and Queen entered the throne
room now formed in line, gave their
names to attendants at the door and
began the procession—somewhat
shakily in the case of some—past
the dais. After curtseying to the
King and Queen and receiving a
friendly nod from each in return,
the company passed on to another
huge room where refreshments were
served. The presentations finished,
the King and Queen joined the
guests in the refreshment room.

As the guests were still chatting,
the strains of “God Save the King,"
announced that the British rulers
were retiring to their own apart-
ments, and that the guests were at
liberty to depart when they liked.

Then a steady stream of those,
who had attended the presentation
poured out of Buckingham Palace.
Some went direct to their homes,
some to parties which had been
arranged for later in the evening

while mafiy called on photographers
who were busy taking pictures of
women and their finery until 2 and
3 o’clock in the morning..
