Canadian Orchardists Con-
serve Property.

OTTAWA, Ontario, July 6.—W ood-
man, spare that tree, has no effect
on the hard-hearted orchardists of
Canada. Old trees gnarled with ser-
vice, middle age trees that refuseé
to bear- -and young ‘suplings ; that
won't thrive are being cut!down in
orchards everywhere for*the good
of the fruit industry, according to
G. E: McIntosh, Dominion fruit com-
missioner,

“Government campaign of okchard
improvement,” said Mr. McIntosh,
“ig eliminating poor trees and ed-
ucating growers to the necessity of
good stock. Scientific hortleulture is
taking the place of old hit or miss
methods of fruit growing. Discovery
of new varieties by government
scientists is continually increasing
the output.

“More than_ 200,000
Canada are now devoted” to fruit
culture, with a value of $120000,000.
Fryit  output of the Ddminion
reathed a value of $24,726,762 in
1925, of whicH apples accounted for
$20,057,417. _Ontario, British Co-
lumbia and Nova Scatia were the
principal fruit producing provinces.
Canada exported fruit worth $8,-
385,600 ' dgring _ the yéar. Of this
Britain was the principal purchdser,
taking $6,764,302, while the\ United
States purchased $771,033.

“Introduction of apple growing in-
to the prairie provinceg of Manitoba,
Saskatchewan, and Alberta promises
to open up a valyable new fruit
producing area. any ,farmers in
these provinges grow fruit for their
own tables, 'while others produce;
enough to market commercially.”
