The surviving members of jhe
council, officially disbanded in 1906,
rallied again yesterday in its old
wampan building to examine two
trust deeds of two notorious Creek
estates, those of Katie Fixico Dan-
iels and Woijsey" Deere John.

They found them faulty, and
through sessions conducted in
language of teepee days, resolved, to
Bend five tribal spokesmen to Wash-
ington in protest against “unjust,
unfair and unprecedented dealing

with uneducated and inexperienced

Indian citizens of Oklahoma.’’
