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BARGAIN COUNTER
‘SALE OF VESSELS

IS EXPECTED NOW
Subsidy for U. S. Shipping

Seen With Appointment
of General Dalton.

WASHINGTON, July 12.—That
the Government should build ships
and sell them to private operators,
even at a loss, thus in effect paying
a subsidy to American shipping, is
the avowed policy of Brig. Gen. A.
C. Dalton, who succeeds Eltner
Crowley as chairman of the
Emergency Fleet Corporation.

This explains further the sudden
and mysterious ousting of Crowley
by the shipping board. The board’s
policy, as voiced by Chairman T. V.
O'Connor and the majority mem-
bers, Is the policy announced by
Dalton.

In his first interview with the
press, Dalton made it clear that he
is prepared to carry out the idea*s of
Chairman O’Connor, which are un-
derstood also to be those of Presi-
dent Coolidge. That is a “bargain
counter sale’’ of the Government-
built marine, to American bidders.

It is in 1 this way, it was announced,

khat the needs' of American com-
nerce for more and better ships and

more and better harbor terminals,
will be met. In this way, also, it is
expected, American ships owners
will be enabled to compete with the
fleets of foreign countries.

The building program, ' to be
pushed by the re-organized fleet
corporation under General Dalton
was also announced, and the need
of replacements in the fleet, and of
better terminals, was emphasized.

The shipping board frankly feels
that it does not want a repetition
of what occurred in the sale of tIM,
Pacific fleet to the Dollar
when a report from Chairman
Crowley compelled an increase in the
price from $600,000 a vessel to more
than $1,000,000 a vessel.

COMPROMISE ON
IV REFERENDUM

BEINGDISCUSSED
Calls for Substitute Amend-

ment, Permitting State
Option.

WASHINGTON, July 12.—A com-
promise plan for a national prohibi-
tion referendum next year Is being
discussed by dry and wet leaders
behind the scenes here.

The plan has the tacit indorsement
of some wets and a few drys, but
will not be openly brought forward
until returns have been received on
"feelers” put out by those s iggest-
ing the scheme.

The project is this:
1. Introduction of a, resolution In

Congress next December for a sub-
stitute for the Eighteenth, amend-
ment permitting State option on pro-
hibition.

'2. Adoption of this resolution by
Congress for submission to the va-
rious State Legislatures for ratifica-
tion. with the proviso that the. leg-,
islators must have been elected aft-
er the proposal became an Issue.

Borah Favorable

Such a proposal would receive the
support of Senator .Borah of Idaho,
whose recent stand on the dry act
has resulted in a boom by dry lead-
ers to make iTim a 1928 presidential
possibility."

Borah is strongly in favor of pro-
hibition, but he would not object to
a referendum if it met his deflni-
eion of what a referendum should
be. He does not believe the referen-
dum plannd in New York State is a
fair and impartial effort to get the
views of the people.

Details of the plan have not been
worked out. It has not yet been de-
termined, for instanc, what provis-
ion could be adopted to prevent ship-
ment of liquor from an optional wet
State Into an optional dry State.

Whisky Scarce

Meanwhile Federal prohibition
agents asserted today that immedi-
ate action is necessary to prevent
exhaustion of the diminishing sup-
ply of medicinal whisky.

General Lincoln C. Andrews’ plan
for Government ownership of pres-
ent stocks and production of a con-
tinuing supply has been overruled
by his superiors and prohibition unit
officials said that action within a
year is imperative if this supply is
to be maintained.

A suggestion that a Government
corporation be formed to carry on
the business has been made unoffi-
cially. The President is represented
as being opposed to having the
“Government in the liquor business’’
even for medicinal purposes.

To save 50?Q00 pounds sterling a
year, mutton Has been removed from
the bill of fare of the British army.

WASHINGTON, July 12.—Poli-

ticians who are aware of the real
feeling between Commerce Secretary
Hoover and Senator Watson, of In-
diana, at least on Watson’s part—l
are considerably amused at the
eulogy of Hoover paid by Watson
during the closing days of Congress.

The Senate was considering the
Dill radio bill favored by Watson,
which takes control of radio away

from Hoover and vests it In a com-
mission appointed by President
Coolidge. The reason as given by

Senator Dill was that radio was a
big enough subject to require a
separate body to handle It.

That wasn't entirely Watson’s
reason, however, it is said by other
members of his Interstate Com-
merce Committee which approved
the bill. He, as well as other mem-
bers, Is jealous of the growing pow-
er of Hoover and alarmed at the
signs which point to Hoover as the
Coolidge candidate for President in
192S if Coolidge doesn't run.

Candidate Himself
Watson Is looking toward 1928

himself, and is anxious not to ap-
prove anything, which will solidify
the secretary’s already immense
power. Control of radio would be an
immense asset to Hoover or his
friends, and a corresponding handi-
cap to his opponents, it is pointed
out.

Watson, it is said,'went so far as
to tell other Senators that Hoover
“couldn't run his Show for him,”
after an alleged incident in which
Watson was refused the privilege of
broadcasting.from a Mid-West sta-
tion in the recent primary, unless
he submitted his speech for criti-
eims. '

Another instance was cited in
which a New York Congressman
sought to deliver an address, had to
submit it for revision, and found
that all critical references to the
Coolidge Administration had been
carefully cut out.

His Eulogy

Watson's Hoover eulogy, however,
bore no hint of any of these feelings.

Upon the objection of some Sena-
tors to anew commission, Watson
said:

“If radio control is to be placed in
the hands of any department it puts
in the head of that department au-
tocratic power over* this tremendous
agency, the greatest that could be
conceived by the human mind for
the creation of public opinion and
the formation of public thought.

“This is not a drive at Secretary
Hoover. Every .on© understands
that he is a man of remarkable abil-
ity; that he is almost uncanny In
the knowledge he has of public ques-
tions, but the stronger a man Is, If
ho wants to use his power, the more
dangerous he becomes, and we are
opposed to any one man having ab-
solute control of this tremendous
agency in our modern civilization.”
