The Upper Hand *

Rickard, as it appears now, Nas
the upper hands and it is virtuyally
certain he will be able to go through
with hi§8 plans for a Dempsey-
Tunney match, September 11 ‘or
mltembor 18. The New York pro-
moter has the"decided .advantage of
having Dempsey on his side of the
argument. ¥

But B. (. Clements, cpresident of
the Coliseum Club, insists he holds a
perfectly sound o‘tract with Demp-
sey  whepein he® champion must
meet Harry WIills in Chicago before
risking his title with any other
challenger. Clements assert§ he |
will teke his.case to the courts if
necessary to stop Rickard's plans
for a Dempsey-Tunney fight.

The argument centers around the
contract Dempsey signed last year
with Fond‘Fitzslmmnns, the Indi-
ana promotér. Fitzsimmons backed
out of his plang to stage a Demp-
sey+Wills match and transferred his
contradt to the Coliseum Club. That
mueh is admittled.

Opinions Differ

But Rickard, Dempsey, and even
Fitzsimmons, insist that this con-
{tract is void because the Coliseum
| Club failed to post $100,000 on last
| March .25. Clements answers . that
with the statemen# that no money
was due on March 25 and that his
contract is still good.

Wednesday night came out with the
flat statement that the match was
“on."”
