The entrance hall is of the cen-

ter type with an arched doorway
leading into the living room, which
occupies the entire south side of the:
house. A beautiful staircase leads
from the hallway to the second floor,
a sturdy newel post and curved bal-
ustrade being featured in Its con-
struction. * •

The living room is 14x22t* feet.
It is papered liy* the hallway, In a
rich tapestry-damask design of natu-
ral gray/and pink-inlaid tones. The
woodwork, finished in walnut-stain,
is especially gliied and mitered. A
heavy angle molding sets off the
colonltal lines of the room. A colo-
nial fireplace of red brick set in
white mortar and finished with wal-
nut panels and heavy mantel piece
is very effective. The lighting fix-
tures, provided by Goldstein
Brothers, are of candle design, and
the pale pink and salmon tints har-
monize well with the wallpaper and j
woodwork. The floors throughout the
house are of hardwood.

The dining room. 12*-jxl3la feet,
is located to the north of the hall-
way. It is lighted by triple west
windows and three small upper side- j
wall windows on the north. A beau-
tiful chandelier of antique bronze-1
finished oriental design, supporting
six small 1 candle-globes, is suspended
from the celling.

Master' Bedroom
The master bedroom, 10 by 17 feetj

extends acros the southwest front
of the second floor. It has two large

clothes closets and is papered in
paneled gray wall paper. The wood-

work of the upstairs rooms is fin-
ished in ivory. The southeast bed-
room has a charming alcove nook.
Two large, windows give plenty of
ventilation. The northwest corne*
bedroom is papered in a Japaneso
print design wall paper.

The bathroom is especially large
and floored with basket-weave green
and white tiles. The lower side walls
are of white tile design, with the
upper side v. alls and ceiling a
pleasing green tint. A built-in tub.
equipped with automatic mixing
shower bath, is provided. The bath-
room is equipped with spegial Kohle-
ware, a large linen closet and a
special mirrored medicine cabinet
are other features.

A cold-air duct on the stairway
landing keeps the cold air from off
the bedroom floors.

Demand Accelerated by
European Strike Says

Company Head.
Buying of coal before higher prices

prevail is expected by Ray Macy,

head of the Peoples Coal and Ce-
ment Company, 1109 E. Fifteenth St.

Exportation of coal to Europe has
brought about an accelerated de-
mand for coal, coupled with
market of eastern grades of coal, he
pointed out, has resulted in pros-
pects for a brisk late summer buy-
ing In Indianapolis.

“Price's are being maintained at
mines now for only short periods,
which reflects early advance," Macy

asserted.
“The law of supply and demand

governs coal as well as other com-
modities, and with the advance of
the season for stocking purposes
coal prices are bound to rise.

“Railroad statistics show that
freight car loadings are ahead of last
year. . The fall crop movement will
begin to move soon now and more
cars will be needed for hauling
crops.

“Europe is buying more coal as
result of the coal miners' strike,
and that has meant, a more active
market. It has resulted n diverting
a large per cent of the coal mined,
especially In the East, such grades
as Pocahontas and West Virginia
semi-smokeless.

“Factories are also stocking more
heavily because of the approach of
March, when mine wage contracts
are to be made for this and other
States of this territory. Prospects
for a tie-up have caused many large
users of coal to stock heavily.”
