WOOLEN BLAMES
FORDNEY TARIFF
FOR FARMER ILLS

Democratic Candidate for
Senate Is Speaker at

Frankfort.
FRANKFORT, Ind., Aug. 16.

The general character of the farm
problem in the United States is two-
fold, having a short-term and a
long-term aspect, Evans Woollen,
Democratic candidate for the United
States Senate, declared in a speech
here today. The short-term aspect
of the farm problem dates from the
war, Woollen said, and the long-

term aspect goes back into the last
century.

"By the patriotic endeavor of our
farmers to Yvin the tvar with food,
agriculture in this .country was
stimulated to abnormal production,”
he said. ‘That abnormal produc-
tion could not be brought abruptly
to conclusion with the end of the
tvar. Agriculture has since suffered
from that YVar time stimulation. YVe
have had oversupply and under-
demand, the latter proceeding
chiefly from the impairment of Eu-
ropeon purchasing potver. Contrari-
wise, it was quite the other way

around with the nonagricultural

commodities. Their production was
repressed during the war and with
the armistice began a period of
catching up. In ; consequence we
have had a lack of equilibruim be-
tween agriculture and industry. At
the end of 1921 the per capita in-
come of our Indiana farm popula-
tion had been reduced in three years
S3 per cent, while the income of
our other Indiana population had
been reduced .ess than 3 per cent.
Simply expressed, the dollar of the
farmer has been, still Is, Yvorth less
than the dollar of other people.

Hits Tariff
“It is inevitable that the war

should have brought difficulties to
the American farmer. For meeting
those inevitable difficulties his pa-
tient courage and selLrespecting re-
sourcefulness would have been suf-
ficient. The cruel wrong of it all
\\fas that while struggling with those
difficulties he tvas put upon by the
Fordney-McCumber tariff act. I shy
’put upon’ because that act increased
his difficulties in two ways: First,
by increasing the prices of things he
had to buy; second, by decreasing
his farm market.

“The average rate of duties was
raised to the highest point in our
history. The average of duties is
now something like 40 per cent of
the value of the goods on which they

tre levied, and let it not be over-
looked ever that the one unques-
tioned thing which a protective talfft
does is to raise prices. Such is the
primary of a protective
tariff.

“Farm machinery and fertilizer

and other things tvere put on the
free list to be sure, but in pretence.
I say "in pretence” for it avails the
farmer nothing to haVe those things
on the free list while retaining
high duties on the materials from
which those things are made.

“How long a wrong Yvas put upon
the American farmer in raising the
prices of the things he buys may
be measured by the fact that the
Fair Tariff League, an organization
favorable to protection, but to honest
protection, has estimated that the
net annual lose to Indiana farmers
alone from the raising of prices by

the Fordney-McCumber tariff act is
thirty-three million dollars.”
