BAILEY DENIES
HE HAS HORNS

Safety Board Can Not Get
Them, He Says.

“Haven’t got ’em.”
William T. Bailey, former assist-

ant city attorney and erstwhile
leader of the Police and Firemen’s
band, today denied knowledge of the
whereabouts of the whistling har-
poons, clanging kettles, snappy uni-
forms and music that disappeared
from the city hall nearly simul-
taneously with the exit of Bailey
from the city administration.

Heroic methods have been under-
taken by the board of safety to re-
cover the instruments. Police Chief
Claude F. Johnson, Fire Chief Jesse
A. Hutsell and Don Roberts, assist-
ant city attorney, have been dele-
gated to round them up.

“But they’re out of luck,” says
Bailey. “They have no title to any
of the stuff and can’t file a replevin
suit without a title.”

Bailey contends the paraphernalia
was not bought with city funds.
Board of safety members say the
band was sponsored by the city, its
members played on city time and
therefore the city is entitled to their
equipment.

UNEARTH ANCIENT
RARETREASURES

Preserved Strands of Roman
Woman’s Hair Found.

LONDON, Aug. 25. —Perfectly

preserved after 1800 years under
ground, a quantity of Roman re-

mains have been clug up in Mileß
Lane, near London Bridge, during
excavation work for anew building.
The relics are reminders of the
Londinium of the Romans, the
earliest beginnings of modern Lon-
don.

A Roman lady's wooden comb, de-
licately carved and with a few
strands of fine black hair still caught
in it, was found by the workmen, so
well preserved that it-eeemed almost
new.

Near it was found an iron stylus,
an instrument used by Romans to
write on tablets. Though it had
been buried for eighteen centuries,
there was no fleck of rust upon it
and the writing point and erasing
edge were as sharp as they probably
had been when the stylus last slipped
from the fingers of its Roman
possessor., f

A quantity of Samian ware, dating
from the last half of the first century
after Christ, and a small statuette
of pipeclay, supposed by experts to
represent Venus and of the sort used
for household decoration by the
Romans, also were unearthed by the
astonished workmen.
