In July this
year the same display, presented at
Seattle, Wash., by students from
the University of Washington, at-
iracted 35,000 spectators.

She explained that she had not
known Valentino, but frequently
had seen him while a guest at the
same hotel

During the day floral offerings
constantly came. One was an eight-
foot wreath of red roses, larkspur
and asters, from Valentino's aaso-
ciates in the United Artists Corpo-
ration.

Through the noon hour the crowd
in the vicinity of the undertaking
parlor seemed to shrink a little, but
there stil]l were close to 2,000 peo-
ple milling through the streets at
1 p m

The crowd was in a mood to be-
come ill-tempered and from time to
time appeared about to offer resist.

Wild Disorder

Women screamed, men swore and
the crowd stampeded. Deflected
from the front of the undertaking
parlor, hundreds attempted to swing
around the block, and return. They
were met in their rush by a wall
of blue coats standing with locked
arms. Thrown back and faced by
rearing horses of mounted police offi-
cers, those who had wished to see
the actor in death were scattered
and driven into side streets, work-
ing their way back to jam the sub-
way station in a rush for home.

But at the doors of the under-
taking parlors another scene of
panic was being enacted. When the
charge of horsemen came, those
nearest the doors had shoved for-
ward, brushing aside the police
there, and stormed the entrance.

Within police and attendants of the
undertaking parlor met the rush.
Only some seventy-five persons
gained admittance bhefore the doors
were slammed again.
