for Raising Watson
Money.

Challenging Republican State Chair-
man Clyde A. Walb to deny that
“there are plana, either In process

or in contemplation, for raising sub-
stantial funds” for the Watson-Rob-
Inson campaign, Democratic State
Chairman R. Earl Peters called upon
Walb in an address here today to
ask for a full investigation of cam-
paign expenditures in Indiana.

Peters, who addressed a Third Dis-
trict Democratic conference here,
suggested that such an inquiry
should cover money spent in the pri-
mary, in the campaign this far and
also in advance of the filing of the
declarations of candidacies last
March.

Walb was also invited to deny that
postmasters and other Federal em-
ployes are being required to pay 10
per cent of their salaries into the
Watson-Robinson campaign fund;
that plans for raising substantial
funds were discussed at a confer-
ence at Washington, within the past
ninety days, and that additional
meetings were later held in Indiana.

Challenges Walb
“We have requested the Reed

senatorial committee to make a full
inquiry as to money spent in con-
nection with the primaries. So that
the spirit of the law will not be
evaded, we suggest that inquiry

shall not be limited to the dates be-
tween formal filing of candidacies
and the primary.

“We have asked that inquiry be
extended to money spent in advance
of the formal filing of candidacies.
Suggestion is made that such com-
mittee investigate expenditures
made in behalf of Senator Watson,
who, on June 30, 1925, nearly nine
months in advance of the filing of
his petition of candidacy, announced
that he appointed a campaign
manager for women.
