Dampness in August Pre-
pares Ground for

Cultivation.
Conditions are flow v§ry favorable

for fall sowing of grass seed, accord-
ing to William Griener ot A'onnegut

Hardware Company, 12ft E. Wash-
ington St., lawn expert. ,

The dampness of August has pre-
paregl the earth for September seed
sowing and grass cultivation, Grein-
er declared.

“Weather conditions are now very

favorable for gress-seed sowing, for
the warm days which will follow be-
fore frosts hit us will tend to ger-

minate the grass seeds,” he said.
Water Needed

“Plenty of water is needed to ger-
minate grass seeds and the rains of
this month has saturated the sub-
soil. The grass seeds planted now
will go down well and spread out,
too. An ideal grass seed should have
a combination of fancy red top, blue-
grass, clover and mixed seeds.

“Prepare anew lawn soil carefully
by digging it up three or four inches
deep, rake the soil smoothly, put on
some good *ertilizer, Sacco or Amo-
!awn, let it remain for about ten
days, sow the grass seed evenly and
sprinkle lightly. When the ground

is dry on top roll well, which presses
