Duvall's Protege

Clyde E. Robinson, protege of Du-
vall, is the Republican nominee for
county treasurer in the present cam-
paign.

The Indiana Corrupt Practices law
makes it an offense to promise po-
litical preferment such as that men.
tioned in the photograph which Du-
vall denies. The law provides that
anyone who malkes such a promise
and is elected forfeits his office upon
conviction, shall be fined not more
than §1,000, disfranchised and barred
from holding office for four years.
It also provides that the prosecutor
