After the longest debate that has
marked discussion of any bill on
third reading in the Indiana House
of Representatives this week, the
Werner-Rlngo barber bill passed
Thursday, 51 to 44.

The bill, which now goes to the
Senate, provides for creation of a
State board to inspect and license
barber shops. Discussion waxed
humorous and general belief was
that the bill would “have a close
shave.”

"You're next,” said Speaker
Leslie in recognizing Representative
George L. Saunders (Dem.), Adams
and Wells. Saunders opposed the
bill. He said the worst shave he
ever got wax in a licensed shop in
Michigan.

Mrs. Clara A. Mason (Rep.), Terre
Haute, was applauded when she
took the floor for the first speech of
her legislative career. Mrs. Mason
favored the bill.
