An interesting experiment was
conducted by WRK, Hamilton, Ohio,
at the time WLW, Cincinnati, was
broadcasting the reception of Col-
Charles Lindbergh.

WRK picked up the Crosley sta-
tion’s broadcast on a receiving set
amplifier and immediately rebroad-
cast it. WLW was transmitting on
428 meters, while the other radio-
phone sent it out on its own 205.04-
meter wave band.

WFBR, Baltimore, operated by the
Fifth Infantry of the Maryland Na-
tional Guard, to change its fre-
quency from 1,330 to 1,230 kilocycles,
keeping its power At 100 watts-
