Industrials Strong at Open-
ing; Rails Come to

Life Later.

Average Stock Prices
Average of twenty industrials Thursday

was 193.09, up .28. Average of twenty rails
was 134.03, up .23. Average of forty bondswas 99.13, off .08.

NEW YORK, Feb. 24.—Stock
trading lagged today with business
the lightest since the middle of
January. Prices were irregular, par-
ticularly in the industrial group,
while railroad shares generally ad-
vanced.

Industrial stocks were strong at
the opening due to the influx of
buying orders following the decline
of $91,000,000 in brokerage loans an-
nounced after the close on Thurs-
day.

Selling immediately followed,
causing many issues to drop below
the previous closing levels. In the
afternoon railroad stocks hitherto
neglected came to life. Wabash
rose more than four points. The
better technical position of the rails,
due to recent selling, has made them
attractive to investors for the long
pull.

Describing the markeet the Wall
Street Journal’s financial review
today said:

"Today’s market was disapoint-
mg to bulls and bears alike. Nor
was it particularly pleasing to the
commission houses in view of the
restricted volume of dealings.

"Pools found distasteful, the fail-
ure of the general list to make
sustained response to the decrease
of $91,069,000 in brokerage loans in
the week ended Feb. 21. After a
brief spurt in the early dealings on
this news, the general list again
turned reactionary.

"The bear party found it diffi-
cult to gain a profit from this de-
cline. Offerings showed a marked
disposition to dry up on reces-
sions. Asa result the market drift-
ed aimlessly most of the day.’’ ■*

Cold
weather over the belt was expected
to increase the marketing move-
ment. Cash declined Vic on that
factor.

Despite low farm reserves and the
visible supply of only half last
year’s figure, oats continued dull.
Prices followed the upturn in other
grains slightly. Receipts were 42
cars, and cash oats were unchanged.
