COMPOSER once wrote a song

which gave pleasure to millions.
In Europe and America it has been
sung and played for years. The
composer’s name was known every-
where in the music world. Most
people think Franz Drdla rich—
perhaps retired on a comptence.

A short time ago a comment in a
radio program brought to prtiic at-
tention the fact that Drdla, whose
“Souvenir” is one of the mosi pop-
ular pieces in the library of music,
is living in poverty in Vienna, mak-
ing a precarlous living writing hack
pleces for an immediate market. He
continually plans bigger things, but
his publishers assure him the pop-
ular pleces are the only things that
will assure him a day-to-day in-
come,

‘The words of the National Broad-
casting Company announcer. which
brought Drdla’s plight to notice, are
bearing fruit in a program, “Sou-
venir,” named after the composer’s
best known piece, which will be
broadcast through stations associ-
ated with the NBC Blue network at
8:30 tonight.

“Souvenir,” the theme number,
will be played as a violin solo by
Bert Hirsch, supported by a concert
orchestra, after Fred F. Ferguson,
president of the Newspaper Enter-
prise Association, has told the story
of Drdla’s life and the writing of
“Souvenir.”

Others of Drdla’s compositions
which will be played by the orches-
tra in this program will be “Chan-
son Joyeuse,” “Serenade in A “Jy
Pense,” “Vision,” “Concertante” and
“Chant d’Amour.”

This program will be heard
through WJZ, New York; WBAL,
Baltimore; KDKA, Pittsburgh;
WJR, Detroit; KYW, Chicago;
KWK, 8t. Louis; WREN, Lawrence,
and KVOO, Tulsa.
