Mr. Leon L. Levy, loccal manager
of the Kay Jewelry Company at 137 |
W. lungton St., and other offi- |
cers cornected with the chain of |
thirty-one retail stores of the Kay:
Jewelry Company, have held their |
eleventh annual conference at Hotel
Pennsylvania. E. I. Kaufman of |
Washington, D. C. opened the
meeting yesterday with an address;
on general business conditions, |
which he referred to with optimism.

He stated that with lhc advent of
Fcbruary he had noticed a revival of
business, which had de c‘xC'uJ to- |
rard the latter part of 1927. The
issippi and New England floods
had been respon ble for much of |
the economic hardships last year, |
he stated, with the shut down of!
the Ford motor plant and the coal
strike adding to the impairment of |
general purchasing power. \

“For many years,” he said, “the|
extension of consumer credit on a|
more liberal bas:s had led up to the
point in 1927, where it was evident |
that a nation of 120,000,000 people |
were frlly aware of the ease with
which :they could anticipate thuﬂ
wants oy purchasing from ret:uli
merchants on the basis of using|
their credit. This tendency has
been greatly responsible for the con-
tinued prosperity that has existed
through this country.

Explains Slack Times

“In 1927,” continued Mr. Kaufl-
man, “the culminative effect of the
liberal extension of credit had
brought about a condition whereby
the customer had practically taken
care of his immediate wants. This
condition resulted in a check in the
expansion program of manufac-
turers and slowing down in retail
sales volume.”

Mr. Kaufman stated that this had |,

raised the question whether there
had been an over-extension of
credit to the consuming public. He
took the position that such credit
is sound as long as the American
public maintains its present stand-
ard of living. The luxuries of yes-
terday, such as automobiles, at-
tractive furniture, radios, jewelry
and wearing apparel, have now ke-
come the everyday wants of the
public, he said.

According to Mr. Kaufman, the
excessive production that exists in
several lines of manufacture is not
the result of extension of credit, but
is a periodic condition that recurs
throughout the economic history of
the country. There does not seem
to be any reason for doubting the
ability of the public to meet con-
tractural obligations and over-ex-
tension of credit can be controlled
by the merchant himself, added the
speaker.—Advertisement.
