Scientist Says Archeology Research
Must Be Made at Once.
By Science Service .

WASHINGTON, April 24—The
necessity for extensive research in
the neglected field of Alaskan arch-
eology and paleoanthropology was
urged before the meeting of the Na-
tional Academy of Sciences here to-
day, by Dr. Ales Hrdlicka of the
United States National Museum.

He told the members of his recent
survey of the road traveled by the
ancestors of our Indians, and of the
ancient village sites, cultural relics
and human remains he found mark-
ing it.

Along the Yukon he collected
primitive implements of hitherto
unknown forms. One buried habita-
tion site yielded skeletal material of
a distinctive type.

This site, Dr. Hrdlicka reported, is
in urgent need of complete excava-
tion, for it is being cut away by the
river, and will soon be lost.
