FRENCH FLIERS
HOP FOR INDIA

Seek Long Distance Mark;
Ship Ablaze at Start.

LE BOURGET FIELD, PARIS,
Sept. 1.—Two French fliers, Ludovic
Arrachart and Georges Rignot, to-
day were under way on a spu'ited
attempt to establish a new world’
long-distance flying record, f
Le Bourget to India.

After one unsuccessful attempt to
take off, when their plane almost
was burned as a great sheet of
flame started from a backfire, the
Breugeut biplane finally got under
way at 6:30 a. m. and the fliers
started for Calcutt, 7,500 kilometers
away.

Their plane, having one 550 horse-
power motor, was fueled with 100
litres of gasoline.

Lesson

The lnternnlonnl Unir»rm Sunday
School Lesson for x Paul, Or-
ganizer of Churches. Acts 17 1-12.

FTER the prison experiences
of Paul and Silas at Philippi
and the establishment of a com-
pany of disciples with the house
of Lydia as its center, Paul
passed on through Macedonia to
Thessalonica, a city that was to
become a scene of further evan-
gelical triumph and to give its name
in future ages to two epistles of St.
Paul, I and II Thessalonians.
Here at Thessalonica there was
a Jewish synagogue, and Paul be-
ing a Jew, followed the proced-
ure which was established in his
missionary journeys of worship-
ing with his own countrymen and
as opportunity offered, expounding
to them the fulfillment of Jewish
seriptures in Jesus of Nazareth.
Paul spent three Sabbaths thus wor-
shiping and discussing in the syna-
gogue in Thessalonica preaching to
them the effect of Christ’s redemp-
tive mission, his sufferings, death,
and resurrection.
The result, as at every place that
Paul thus preached the Gospel, was
that some believed and others did
not believe. Among the believers
were both Jews and Greeks, and
there is special reference to wom-
en converts.

Intensity of Jewish opposition,
however, was soon manifest. The
record suggests that some of the
Jewish leaders were envious of
Paul's influence. Here as at
Phillippi religious prejudice did not
come out and express itself openly
and frankly. It took the baser
forms of rousing hostility against
Paul and of stirring up mob preju-
dice and mob violence so that, as
the record says, the whole city was
set in an uproar.

When Paul and Silas, whose
friends had evidently successfully
concealed them, were not found the
mob seized Jason, at whose house
apparently they had been staying
and haled Jason and certain others
before the:rulers of the city. Here,
again, they did not say, as honest
men might have said, “these men
differ from us religiously.” They
sought rather to discredit them by
attacking their loyalty to the gov-
ernment.

How similar and how persistent
are the tactics of religious and po-
litical bigots in every age! It was
in this connection that a famous
sayihg concerning these e: “ly Chris-
tians was recorded, “These that
have turned the world upside down
are come hither also.” No finer defi-
nition of Christianity than that
could be given. 5

It is the supreme mission of
Christianity to averturn everything
that is wrong, that is against the
love and grace of God, and against
the welfare of man. The charge
that Christianity is revolutionary is
one in which Christians ought to
glory. Only they ought always to
make sure that their effort to trans-
form the world is in harmony with
true love and righteousness.

The rulers of Thessalonica seem
to have been sensible men. Instead
of subjecting Jason to unjust treat-
ment or indignity they had him and
his companions give bail and let
them go. -

The company of believers realized
however, that Paul and Silas were
in danger, so they sent them by
night to Berea, another city of
Macedonia about forty miles from
Thessalonica. Here, also, Paul and
Silas went into the synagogue of
the Jews.

The Jews of Berea in the lan-
guage of the lesson “were more noble
than those in Thessalonica.” They
listened with readiness and open-
ness of mind to Paul’s expression of
the Scriptures and many of them
‘believed here also as at Thessalon-
ica. A number of Greeks and “noble
women” were among the new con-
verts.

Everywhere the Gospel in the be-
ginning showed itself as a power
transcending racial and national

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WHEEL IN SEA
BARES FATE OF
PRINGESS ANN

Tire Identified as From
Trans-Atlantic Plane
Lost Years Ago.

LONDON, Sept. 1.—Just one year
from the time that 63-year-old
Princess Ann of LoWenstein-Wert-
heim made her gallant bid to fame
in an ailempt at a westwardly cross-
ing of the Atlantic, the fate of that
attempt apparenly became known
today.

The big Fokker airplane she was
using. along with two male com-
panions, obviously crashed at mid-

sea.
Company Checks Wheel

Thursday an airplane wheel was
found floating off Skapataris, Ice-
land. It was a dismal reminder of
some ill-fated over water flight. On
the vuter edge of the tire was the
marking:

“Palladium. 1100-220.”

A check back was made with the
big Palladium Tire Manufacturing
Company in London and officials

identical with the ones used on the
St. Raphael, the name of the Fok-
ker which Princess Ann used on her
trans-Atlantic flight. There was lit-
tle question, the officials said, but
that the wheel was from that plane.

It was the first word of the St.
Raphael in exactly one year.

Aug. 31, 1927, Princess Ann and
ber two flying companions Col. F.
F. Minchin and Capt. Leslie Hamil-
ton decided on a trans-Atlantic
flight. Early that morning they
whirled the big Fokker away from
an English landing field and started

Prlncess Ann titled v.ealthy and
nearing the close of a Iluxurious
life, had decided on this great thrill
of flying over the unknown Atlantic.
She was the first woman ever to
attempt anything so dangerous but
she had all the confidence in her
big Fokker plane and the two En-
glish war veteran fliers.

The plane was sighted flying over
Ireland, the engines roaring thun-
derously. It passed out over the
ocean, and then never was heard
from again. Unlikht so many trans-
