Early strength based on the fav-
orably interpreted brokerage loan
statement, soon gave way to an
aggressive selling by professional
operators and profit takers and
large offerings of steel, General
Motors and Chrysler were thrown
on the market.

The selling however, subsided
somewhat in the late dealings and
a small rally developed under the
leadership of shares that had been
depressed in the early dealings.
Prices recovered somewhat from
their lows.

Prices changes in the speculative
favorites for the most part were
not large, although A. M. Byers
furnished a feature witha 10 point
run up to 135.

Railroad shares continued to meet
a good demand an', firmed up ap-
preciably whenever attempts were
made to force the decline in the j
industrials, while oils continued to
meet support just above their re-
cent lows.

NEW YORK, Sept. 28.—The easy money
that was so gladly welcomed did not con-
tinue. Shortly after the announcement of
the renewal rate today there was a sudden
change In local conditions. Whether
tenders withdrew funds because of dissatis-
faction with a 6 per cent rate or whether
the money was actually needed for end of
the month purposes, we are unable to say,
but what took place Is sufficient to con-
vince one that our money problem Is still
with us and the flurries mav be repeated
for some time to come. Regardless of
money conditions it was evident that many
longs were liquidating for we had signs of
this Thursday and again this morning
from the very beginning of business and
prior to announcement of a change in the
rates. This liquidation took place not-
withstanding the fact that sentiment Is
still bullish and trade reports even more
bullish than heretofore. Under the cir-
cumstances therefore, the conclusion is
Inevitable that there are many holders
of stocks who are sufficiently strong
minded to discount their own .confidence
and enthusiasm. In our opinion such ac-
tion is warranted. The average human
being cannot look very far ahead. We
know what we have today, we don’t know
what the morrow will bring forth, but if
we attempt to guide ourselves by past
experience we cannot ignore the fact that
ln each year, and we are glad to say that
the/-: were not many of them, when such
monev prevailed as prevails now. the stock
market suffered a revere reaction Whether
history is to repeat Itself, whether it,
comes Saturday or a month from Satur-
day no one knows, but it Is a simple mat-
ter to be prepared for it by keeping long
lines down to a level of safety.

Hogs were steady to 10 cents lower
with the exception of a few choice
215-260-pound butchers which
brought aSout 15 cents higher, sell-
ing at sll.ia. Bulk of 180 pounds
and up brought $10.90511, and the
top held higher at $11.15, at the
city stockyards today. Receipts
were estimated at 3,500 and hold-
overs from Thursday's market
totaled 1,302.

There was not enough cattle in
the yards to make a market. She
stock was extremely dull, selling
about 25 cents lower than Thurs-
day’s close. Vealers were 50 cents
higher, selling at sl9 down.

The sheep and lamp market was
steady, good lambs bringing $135
13.50, and throwouts sold at sßsll
Fat ewes were steady, selling at ss®
6.50.

The Cihcago hog market opened
higher, with the salesmen asking
around 10 to 15 cents higher on
better grade hogs. Several bids
were strong. A few loads of pack-
ing sows brought 10 to 15 cents
higher. Bidding around $10.85511
on 190-260 pound, weights, and a
few loads of packing sows sold for
$9.40® 9.75. Receipts numbered
16.000, including 3,500 directs.

Heavy butchers failed to follow
the general trend of the market to-
day and sold 15 cents higher at
$10.75511.15. The 200-250-pound
weights made a two-way market,
selling for $10.90511.15. The 160-
200-pound class was lower at
$10.40511. Other weights unchanged
