KIDNAP TRIAL

Little Billy Ranieri Smiles
at Hearing.

Ranieri, 10-year-old boy, whose
kidnaping last September aroused
the city, was all smiles at the trial
of his alleged abductors.

Billy was wearing his first long
pants suit and that was enough
to provoke the smiles that greeted
attorneys and crowd.

Even when Samuel Hoffman, as-
sistant state’s attorney, demanded
the death penalty for Angelo
Petjtti, charged as the ringleader
in the kidnaping, Billy smiled.

While a dozen prospective jurors|
were questioned as to whether they

had any scruples against the death

‘| penalty, Billy’s grin remained.

Billy was interested in every-
thing, - asking questions of anyone
who would answer, attorneys, bail-
iffs, reporters and spectators.

T'wo others, Andrew Capellano
and his son Tony, also are on trial
with Petitti.

Billy was kidnaped Sept. 6, and
soon after ransom demands of
$60,0600 were made on his father,
A. Frank Ranieri.

Police and courts united in the
search and thirteen days later the
boy returned by himself, one of his
eyes blackened but otherwise un-
harmed.

Questioning of prospective jurors
will be continued today.
