'Full Garage’ Campaign of

Hoover Nearly Realized,
Says Report.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 30.—The

“full garage,” campaign slogan of
Herbert Hoover, is approaching
nearer realization. This is shown
by the report of the secretary of
commerce, which was made public
here today.

Nearly three million automobileswere produced in 1927, as compared
with a million and a half in 1921
and over half a million in 1914. This
is given as one of the indications of
an advance in the standards of liv-
ing in the last few years.

Shipments of bathtubs in 1927
amounted to 1,101,000 as compared
with approximately half a million
in 1921.

Since 1920 life insurance policies

from 16,695,000 to 25,501,000.

How the department has contin-
ued its campaign for the elimination
of waste is outlined by Ray M. Hud-
son, assistant director of the bureau
of standards.

America’s two record-breaking
dirigibles will be completed in a few
years and noninflammable helium
will be required to float them.

“Efforts to prevent the waste of
those few natural gases which con-
tain helium,” he said, "resulted
during the past year in a contract
for the erection of anew helium-
production plant at Amarillo, Texas,
where helium will be extracted from
the natural gas of the Cliffside
structure, Potter countq, Texas
The helium content of this gas is
considerably higher than that of
the gas from Petrolia (Tex.) field,
which has heretofore formed the
chief source of supply, but which is
rapidly becoming exhausted.

Due largely to investigations by
the bureau of mines, the cost of
production of helium has been re-
duced from about $2,000 per cubic
foot to but a few cents per cubic
foot.”

“Recently the bureau, which by
law is the research arm of the de-
partment’s aeronautic work, estab-
lished the first radiobeacon for the
first national airway.
