Adequate Approaches to
Delaware Crossing Is

Proposed.
Theodore Dammeyer. works board

president, today proposed to build
adequate approaches to Delaware
street bridge widening abutting
streets if the park board will acquire
the two blocks north of the bridge.

Park and works board members
discussed joint purchase of the Jose-
3alz tract needed for the ap-
proaches for $85,000 Thursday. The
jerk board tentatively agreed to
purchase the property if the works
board will widen Twenty-eighth
street, Talbott street and Washing-
ton boulevard, and construct Fall
Creek boulevard north of the span.
Park Engineer J. E. Perry estimated
the street widening and construction
will cost about the same as the land
expense. An option is in the hands
of the city officials.

The works board volunteered to
Improve Pleasant Run boulevard,
south drive, from Shelby to Pros-
pect streets, included in the park
board program, to equalize the ex-
penditure.

The park and city engineers will
confer on the needed improvements
and present plans to the board next
week.

Divide CoaJ Contracts
The park board awarded a con-

tract to the Peoples Coal and Ce-
ment Company, on the low bid for
$3.90 a ton. for 650 tons of three-bv-
t.wo inch Indiana, fourth vein egg
coal, and the Indianapolis Coal
Company a 500-ton contract for
six-by-three egg at $4.08. Both
companies submitted the same bid
on the 500-ton contract.

On motion of Adolph G. Emhardt
to give the entire award to the Peo-
ples, the board cast a tie vote.
President, John E. Milnor voting
with Emhardt to give the entire
contract to the one company.
Michael E. Foley and Mrs. Mary
Hoss voted to split the contract.
Foley made, the second motion
which was unanimous.

A resolution ordering $24,000 bond
issue for comfort, stations at Rader
and Udell and Meikel and Wyoming
street playgrounds and a golf and
caddy house at Pleasant Run golf
course was adopted.
