WASHINGTON, Sept. 20.—By
taking a leaf out of the book of
any one of a half a dozen other
nations, for instance, France, Spain,
or Russia, China, in the opinion of
the writer, can save herself and the

world from almost certain war and
at the same time enable herself to
complete the, at present, well-nigh
impossible task of national unifica-
tion.

In previous studies of the situa-
tion in the Asiatic Balkans, Man-
churia and Mongolia, I have de-
scribed how three great nations to-
day stand menacingly face to face
over the control of this part of the
world.

The claims of China, Russia, and
Japan, in this region already are
historic. China and Japan have
fought a war over it. So have Rus-
sia and Japan. And today China
and Russia are in a state of war
there, and blood actually is flowing.

Tomorrow there must be a show-
down. The strongest nation will
win, eventually, and openly take
over control as a result of its vic-
tory unless, in the meantime, some
