BOOSTS WHEAT
FUTURES HERE

Shortage of Argentina Is
Important Factor in
Market.

CHICAGO, Oct. 7.—Firmness of
the Liverpool wheat market, which
resulted largely from last week's
late action here, returned to boost
prices on the Chicago Board of
Trade today. The English market
was 112 cents higher on short cover-
ing. Corn and oats were about un-
changed.

At the gpening wheat was 3% to
1 cent higher. corn was unchanged,
and oats were '& cent higher. Pro-
visions were firm.

It is estimated that Argentina has
only about 23,000,000 bushels of
wheat to export the balance of the
season. While foreign countries are
not expected to start taking Canadi-
an and United States, wheat in
volume immediately, North Amen-
ica is becoming more confident of
a heavy export business with Europe.

There is a large element bullish
on corn, but feel it is too early
for the expected advances and are
waiting to see how farmers will
move their new crop. All corn is
expected to be beyond frost demage
within two weeks.

Liquidation has been on in oats
in recent sessions but the offerings
were well absorbed and most losses
were regained. Sentiment is fairly
bullish because of the shortage of
feeds.
