4 EXECUTIONS
Quartet Saved Temporarily

When Couft Orders
Stays.

CHICAGO, Oct. 11.—Last-minute

delays halted four executions here
within twelve hours.

Governor Emmerson had refused
to interfere and a scaffold was half
built for the hanging at 7 05 o'clock
this morning of William Henry
Hauke, Canadian World war vet-
eran, when a court order staying
execution was obtained Thursday
night. Judge Stanley Klarkowski
granted the stay to allow a sanity
hearing.

Three Negroes, sentenced to go to
the electric chair at midnight, were
aaved temporarly when a supreme
court clerk was rushed here from
Springfield with a writ of superse-
deas. A copy sent earlier by mall
was lost.

Hauke was eeavicted of the mur-
der in 1925 of Mrs. Isabelle Sheck-
ley. his mother-in-law. He was
ordered hanged because the crime
was committed before enactment of
the electrocution law. The Ameri-
can Legion and other veterans’ or-
ganizations Interceded for him, and
already four stays had been granted.
His attorneys now contend he be-
came Insane after sentence was im-
posed.

ANCIENT SAMARKAND IS
EXCAVATED BY RUSSIA

Vase* Resembling Roman Ware are
Found in Ruins.

SAMARKAND, Oct. 11.—The an-

cient history of Samarkand, famed
city destroyed by the Mongol con-
queror Genghi Khan in 1220 A. D.,
is being dug out of the earth by a
Russian archeological expedition.
Results of the present season's work
have been completed and nothing
more can be accomplished until next
spring.

Clay utensils bearing a strong re-
semblance to Roman vases have been
unearthed in the lowest levels of
earth reached by the spade. These
raise the question of contact be-
tween Rome and this eastern center.
The finds demonstrate that the city
had its origin as far back as the
second century.

Well-preserved houses from a
later period, containing coins, lamps,
and household utensils, have been
excavated. Art panels and reliefs
of considerable beauty have been
recovered and are now In the Mu-
seum of Samarkand.
