Strong Cable Reports -Have
Bullish Influence on
Grain Futures.

CHICAGO " Nov. 1.—Wheat closed

with a good gain ofl the Board of
Trade today after showing a strong
undertone throughout the session.
Strong cables from Liverpool, which
closed % to 3% cent higher, had a
bullish influence. Continued reports
of big flour sales for domestic and
export trade was another factor in
wheat’s strength. There was mod-
erate buying on a fair export busi-
ness report, some hard winters were
taken at the gulf. The weather was
a depressing factor on both the corn

‘and oats market and they finished

lower.

At the close wheat was 7% to 1
cent higher. Corn was % to % cent
lower, and oats was unchanged to
14 cent lower. Provisions showed a
gain of 20 points for the day and
closed at the top.

There was some selling of wheat
by locals, especially December, dur-
ing the morning, the trading shift-
ing over to May deliversies. At noon
Liverpool had not held its early
gain, which was due to the smaller
shipments from below the equator
and the lower estimate from Aus-
tralia. Wheat continued to advance
fractionally during the morning
though the trading was very quiet.
Cash prices were unchanged. Re-
ceipts were 5 cars.

Private estimates on a lower corn
crop had no effect on the market
and prices were off slightly before
mid-session. The forecast for bet-
ter weather promises an early
movement of the new corn which
had a depressing effect on the mar-
ket. Estimates place the crop at
2,537,000,000 bushels, which is bet-
ter than a week ago, bui less than
last year. Cash prices were }2 cent
lower. Receipts were seventy-
seven cars.

There was no change from Thurs-
day in oats and prices were low in a
dull market. The weather has had
a small effect here, too. Cash
prices were unchanged. Receipts
were thirty-three cars.
