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ARMY OFFICER
ON TRIAL FOR

1 WIFE’S DEATH
Two Generals Are Among

Witnesses in Shepard
Murder Case.

KANSAS CITY, Kan., Dec. I.

Army officers, including two gen-
erals, came here today from posts
throughout the nation to testify at
the trial of Major Charles A.
Shepard, a service physician who
was taken from his work among tu-
berculars at a Denver Hospital to
face a charge of murdering his wife.

An imposing roster of sixty-six
witnesses has been called to add
chapters to the story of the ma-
jor's private life which the govern-
ment will contend led him to poison
Mrs. Zenana McCoskey Shepard so
that he might pursue a love affair
with Miss Grade Brandon, a blond
young woman whom he met at San
Antonio, Tex.

The trial w?ill open in federal
court, probably Tuesday. Today’s
session is expected to be consumed
by the arrangement of the docket
and other preliminaries.

Miss Brandon, most important
witness against the officer, arrived
Sunday night. She registered in
the Same hotel as Major Shepard in
Kansas City, Mo., about a year ago,
the government will contend.

The officer declared his love to
the girl and lavished gifts upon her
while his wife died a slow death at
Ft. Riley, Kan.

General E. S. Symmonds, com-
mander of the fort when Mrs.
Shepard died, and Major-General
Merritt W. Ireland, surgeon general,
will testify.

General Symmonds will tell of an
lautopsy performed on the major’s
wife which allegedly was opposed
by Shepard and which revealed
poisoning.

Theodore and Cutis McCoskey of
Eos Angeles, brothers of Mrs. Shep-
ard, also were here for the trial.

U. S. ENTERS PROBE
OF BLAST ON BARGE

Federal Men Join Chicago Officials
in Quiz of Explosion.

CHICAGO, Dec. I.—A possibility

that for the first time the United
States government might be drawn
into an investigation of racketeer-
ing terrorism in Chicago was seen
today as federal officers joined with
the state and city authorities in
an attempt to solve the mystery of
an explosion that partly wrecked
the $400,000 barge Material Serv-
ice and injured seven persons.

The barge was in the Chicago
canal, en route from Lockport here,
when a blast, which authorities be-
lieve may have been caused by dy-
namite or nitroglycerin wrecked the
crew’s quarters and captain’s cabin
and caused about SIO,OOOdamage.

Due to the fact the barge was
operating in navigable waters under
a federal charter, the government
entered into" the investigation.
