He wants to bfe right
close to the top—a featured player—-
but not out front as a general.

Beery says that if the recording

is bad, the photopgraphy poor, or
the story interior, the public goes
home from the theater blaming the
star. When several features players
head the cast, no one of them can
be blamed.

Mare Dressier is satisfied with
character parts, she says, because
they allow her more freedom for
individual creative work.

Menjou Keeps Busy

Menjou, once released from a con-
tract, is a very busy fellow now. He
works in pictures in French, Span-
ish, English and German.

Dorothy Lee accepted stardom,
separating from Robert Woolsey and
Bert Wheeler after several pictures
as their leading lady, but then she
instead the board at Radio studio
lists her as “features.”

ly became associate editor of thepaper. Since last September Wood-head has conducted a survey of drug
activities in every province ofChina.

Woodhead reveiled there were vast
areas wherein opium poppies aregrown and the drug transported
and sold.
