'SCIENCE USES
GUN' ON GERMS

Electron *Pistol’ in Vacuum
Is Newest Weapon.

By United Press

OXFORD, O, April 3.—A de-
scriptive picture of minute germs
being mortally wounded by “bul-
lets” fired from an electron “gun” in
a vacuum, was presented to mem-
bers of the Ohio, Indiana and Ken-
tucky Academies of Science in joint
session here today.

The description was given by Dr.
D. A. Wells, assistant professor of
physics in the College of Engineer-
ing and Commerce at the Univer-
sity of Cincinnati. His subject was
“The Effect of Low Speed Electrons
on Bacteria.”

Dr. Wells' discoveries have re-
vealed that tiny electric particles
shot against bacteria in a vacuum
will cause the death of the bac-
teria, providing the electrons are
shot at a speed great enough. 1t is
necessary to work in a vacuum to
prevent the electric particles from
celliding with particles of air, Dr.
Wells said.

These discoveries, he sald, gave a
new insight into the death process
in tiny cells and pave the way for
| further investigation into the causes
| and nature of death, since all liv-
| ing things are made up of an aggre-
| gate of cells.
