With the discovery of hidden|
chapters of microbe life and the in- |
creasing evidence that even com- |
monly known germs have hitherto |
unrevealed invisible life stages, a
new era of bacteriology and the war
upon disease is opening. |
There is possibility that some of |
the unconquered epidemics of the |
world, such as influenza, mfanulb{
paralysis, encephalitis or sleeping |
sickness, common colds, etc., can be |
forced to join the ranks of diseases
better understood and capable of
control. |
Significant developments can be
expected during coming months, al- |
though years will be required fo|
spread among the people generally
any developments that are fruitful

Push Cancer Research

Cancer and the fundamental
problems of cell growth underlying
it are being tackled vigorously in |
many laboratories. Much is being |
learned but it probably is too much
to hope that any clinically useful
treatment will arise in the next
twelve months.

Of direct interest and benefit to
the public is the comprehensive
study of the costs of medical care |
that will be reported this coming
summer, |

In an increasing number of labo-
ratories throughout the world the
heart or nucleus of the atom is
being attacked with many millions
of volts to discover its structure.
More knowledge of the way matter
is built will result. The year 1932 |
should also see the settlement of |
the controversy over elements 85 |
and 87, whose discovery completes
the periodic table of chemical ele-
ments.

Explorations of the far reaches
of the heavens will continue with
the giant telescopes now in service
at astronomical observatories. New
observatianal data will be combined
with new theory to give new in-
sight into the question of the
origin, evolution and future of the
universe itself.

Industrial Aids Foreseen

The search into the mechanism
of heredity that has been pursued
vigorously for three decades will
continue and there is a good chance
that the inside of the chromosome
can be probed with a further en-
lightening of the processes of evo-
iution of the different kinds of ani-
mals and plants throughout the
geological ages as well as the growth
of the individual.

Chemistry promises as the months
pass to discover more about the
composition of horomones, vitamins
and enzymes, and thus aid the con-
quests of medicine. New substances
synthesized out of old elements
combined through new chemical
knowledge can be expected to enter
medicine, industry and commerce.

Under the stress of the emergency
created by the depression, science
will be called upon to aid indus-
tries. Out of scientific research of
past years, conducted without
thought of application or profit,
there will come useful new indus-
trial applications.
