Following is the explanation of
Ripley’s “Believe It or Not,” which
appeared in Tuesday’'s Times:

The Glowworm Grotto—It is ;
about 100 miles from Auckland to
the Waitomo caves of New Zea-
land, but a most wonderful sight
was my reward for the strenuous
trip. Before I entered the caves,
I donned spiked shoes to avoid
slipping on the deep, wet inclines,
and after crossing a low, narrow
tunnel, boarded a small boat.

We sailed on an underground
river in uiter darkness for a con-
siderable distance, and suddenly
were in a huge cavern, which
appeared to be a gloriously light-
ed heaven. The millions of lights
were glowworms, each one hang-
ing by a slender thread from the
stalactites of the cavern. They
shed a light by which it is pos-
sible to discern things quite
clearly.

Visitors must observe the deep-
est silence, because the tiny
threads act as antennae for
sound, and the slightest sound
will cause the glowworms to ex-
tinguish their lights. The Glow-
worm Grotto is one of the sights
that years can not efface from
memory.
