WASHINGTON, Oct. 5.—Walter |
Johnson, one of the greatest pitch- |
ers of all time, but who had only
fair success in his four years as pilot
of the club he once starred for, has
been released as manager of the
Washington ‘Senators.

Clark Griffith, president of the
Senators, in announcing Johnson's
release said he had decided ‘'some
time ago to make a change.”

The Senators slumped from an
early season spurt this year, but
won twenty-four of their last twen-
ty-eight games to finish only a game
behind the second place Athletics.

For twenty years Johnson pitched
for the Washington club—a record
for continuous service. He returned
in 1929 as manager, after pilcting
the Newark Bears of the Interna-
tional League.
