GAS TAX FOR
POOR RELIEF IS
COUNCIL PLAN

Boetcher Advocates Shift of
One-Cent Levy From
Highway Use.

Payment of Indiana’s poor relief .

bills with 1 cent of the present 4-
cent state gas tax was to-
day by Walter C. Boetcher, presi-
dent of the Marion County Counecil,
as a measure “that would lower the
county tax rate 15 cents.”

Gas funds now are pro-rated to
counties for highway purposes, and
legislative action would be neces-
sary to transfer any part of the gas
tax for relief.

Boetcher indicated county coun-
cilmen might sponsor such legisla-
tion at the general assembly’s next
sessicn in January.

“Unless commissioners spend
more than necessary on roads, this
county will not use its share of the
tax for highways this coming
year,” Boetcher pointed out.

Boetcher estimates that the 1-
cent tax would raise nearly '$5,000,-
000. Expenditures for poor relief
in Indiana this year will total be-
tween four and five million dollars.

“Economy advantages of such
plan extends farther,” Boetcher
said, “since it would save interest
charges on poor relief bond issues.
Grocers could be paid cash for sup-
plies, affording better prices.”

The county council postponed
ection until Tuesday on a $120,000
poor relief bond issue to meet
claims of nine townships to Sept. 1.
Councilmen also must appropriate
$3,000 to pay salaries of Walter
Pritchard and Alan W. Boyd, elec-
tion commissioners, as mandated
by circuit court.
