TECHNOCRATS'
SPLIT FAILS TO

worry scon
Columbia U. Withdrawal

Not to Affect Work,
He Asserts.

By r nited Press
CHICAGO, Jan. 26.—H oward

Scott, No. 1 man of Technocracy,
isn't worried a bit over Columbia
university's withdrawal of support

for his “energy survey of North
America.”

"I'm not worried a bit over that
business." he said here before leav-
ing for New York after an address
Wednesday night. "I’m only sur-
prised they didn't do it before.”

And as for the reported split in
the group, he said that “Only one
member has resigned and that was
just a matter of personal disagree-
ment over which way we would go."

“We accepted the resignation.’
said Scott. “We still have twenty-
three or twenty-four men on Co-
lumbia university's faculty as mem-
bers of Technorcay. We always
have had more working space out-
side of Columbia than in the uni-
versity.”

To clamoring admirers who want-
ed to know what they could do to
put the country into the hands ol
Technocrats, Scott was brusque.

“The trouble with you people is
you’re always asking about tactics,”

he snapped. “Even if I did know. I
wouldn't tell you. Did people ask
Napoleon what his battle plans
were? Does a general tell his whole
army how the attack is going to be
made?”

LEAGUE HOLDS
PERU INVADED

AMAZON PORT
Colombia Upheid and Foe

Warned to Keep Off
Disputed Area.

By 1 mil it I'riss
GENEVA, Jan. 26.—The League

of Nations took a stand in the Le-
ticia dispute today considered tanta-
mount to justifying Colombia in
expelling Peruvians who are hold-
ing the tiny Amazonian port which
the league considers Colombian ter-
ritory.

The council approved a telegram
to Peru warning her to “refrain
from any intervention by force on
Colombian territory.”

Peru was asked to make sure that
military commanders took no action
beyond the defense of Peruvian ter-
ritory. and that Colombian authori-
ties were not hindered in exercis-
ing “full sovereignty of jurisdiction
in the territory recognized by treaty
as belonging to Colombia.”

A cable to the Colombian gov-
ernment quoted the message to Peru
and added the hope that Colombian
officials “in the exercise of their
legitimate rights will take the strict-
est precautions to avoid violation of
Peruvian territory.

The action was surprising in that
Peru submitted the dispute to the
council. Several league delegates at
Peru, however, as the only treaty
registered with the league, recognizes
Leticia as belonging to Colombia.

After Short Illness.

Following an illness of six days,
George F. Berg, 83, veteran news-
paper pressman in Indianapolis and
a life-long resident of the city, died
Wednesday at his home, 1702 East
Twelfth street.

Michigan street. Burial will be in
Concordia cemetery.
