OIL TRADES CODE TO
CARRY LEVELS

Recovery Act Leader Will
Receive Regulations.

WASHINGTON, June 23.—Strict

government regulation of crude
petroleum production, and fixing of
minimum and maximum prices are
provided in the oil code about to be
submitted for approval to General
Hugh Johnshon, administrator of

the national industrial recovery act.

It does not fix definitely hours of
labor nor wages although this has
been stated as the major require-
ment of industrial codes by John-
son and President Roosevelt.

“employers of labor in this industry
shall comply with the maximum
hours of labor, minimum rates of
pay, and other conditions of em-
ployment approved or prescribed by
the President.”
