New opening and closing hou: •
for food stores, effective today, were
decided at a meeting Tuesday nigh'
at Tomlinson hall, attended by more
than 1 500 meat d"alcrs. marketer
and grocers Thp stores will be open
from 7 a m to fi p m.

The meeting was railed after the
recovery administration in Wash-
ington had rejected an earlier agree-
ment calling for closing of food and
grocery stores f night and on Sun-
day and providing for an 8 a m
opening and a 6 p m closing on
week days.

Representatives of the Atlantic A-
Pariflc Tea Company, the Regal
stores, the Kroger Grocery and Bak-
ing Company, the Standard Grocery
Company. Irga Stores. Inc., and
City Foods. Inc . attended the meet-
ing. with members of the Indian-
apolis Meat and Grovers' Associa-
tion.

Along with the new srhedlue of
hours, the resolution adopted pro-
vided that when religion interferes
with observance of the schedule,
stores may remain open on Sunday.
In that event, they must remain
closed on Saturday.

Co-Operation Is Urged
Closing of stores on Christmas,

Thanksgiving day. Labor day. Inde-
pendence day. Memorial day, and
New Year's day also are provided for
in the agreement.

Asserting that all but a few deal-
ers in the Indianapolis area were
present at the meeting. J. Eugene
Hun.sbcrgcr. secretary of the Indi-
anapolis Meat and Grocers' Associa-
tion. told the audience that they
would have to depend upon co-
operation of purchasers to enforce
the code.

"Persons who do not co-operate
will be unpatriotic." Hunsberger de-
clared.

Following the board meetings at
the Chamber of Commerce building
today, Charles W. Chase was to go
to Washington, where, in addition
to detailed instructions concerning
codifying of the unemployed and in-
vestigation of non-compliance, he
will ask for details on financing of
surveys to help re-cmployment.
